292 of the public acts of 1915. there
shall be' deducted from the whole value
of the capital stock of such company,
in addition to the other deductions pro-
vided by law, the market vaiue of any
evidences of indebtedness owned by it
and exempted from taxation by sec-
tion 1 of this act, and the tax shall he
paid,on the portion of the value of the
capital stock remaining: and in the
determination of the amount of the tax
payable to the state by any mutual
insurance company under the pro-
visions of sections 2444. 2445 and 2446
of the general statutes and amend-
ments thereof, there shall be deducted
from the total amount of assets of
such company, in addition to the otTier
deductions provided by law. the
amount of the market value of any
evidences of indebtedness owned by it
and exempted from taxation by section
1 of this act. All returns required to
be filed for the purpose of ascertaining
said taxes shall include, in the case of
banks and trust companies, a state-
ment of the amount invested in such
exempted evidences of indebtedness,
and in the case of insurance companies
a statement of the market value of
such evidences of indebtedness owned
by each such company.

Sec. :'. This act shall take effect
frcm its passage.

NORWICH BOY TO
STUDY AVIATION.

LeRoy A. Swan Ordered to Report at
Camp Borden, Toronto.

LeRoy A. Swan of this city and
Massachusetts Institute of Technology,
'17, has just been ordered to report to
Camp Bordon. Toronto, Canada, by the
chief signal officer of the L'nited States
army.

Some time ago, when the war de-
partment decided to establish several
aviation schools, it was decided ot
pattern these after the Canadian and
English schools.

Mr. Swan was recommended by the
institute authorities and after being
sworn in as a special officer was or-
dered by the army to take the royal
flying corps training. He is to study
their systems and then return to the
United, "States as an instructor in av-
iation. By actually taking the com-
plete course, everything down to the
minute details can be studied and
those parts of the training w hich seem
advisable will be adopted in our
schools. .

EXEMPTION OF BONDS.

Municipalities to Be Free from Taxa-
tion on Bonds, Notes, etc.

The new law this year concerning
the exemption of bonds, notes and
other choses in action of municipalities
from taxation is of interest. The law
reads as follows:

Section 1. All bonds, notes and other
evidences of indebtedness issued after
Aprii 1. 1917, by any county, town,
city, borough or other municipal tax-
ing district of this state shall be ex-
empt from taxation.

Sec. 2. In the determination of the
tax payable to or for the use of the
state by savings banks, and savings
departments of state banks, trust com-
panies and national banks under the
provisions of section of the gen-
eral statutes and amendments thereof
and section 2 of chapter 85 of c

.acts, of 1907, 'there shall be de-

ducted from the amount of deposits
of any such bank or trust company, in
addition to the other deductions pro-
vided by law to be made in determin-
ing such tax. the amount of said de-
posits invested in evidences of indebt-
edness exempted from taxation by
section 1 of this act- - in the determi-
nation of the tax payable to the state
by any stock insurance company uijder
trie v porvisions of part 111 of chapter
