Canniderable fizhting has taken place
hetween the British and the Germans
on the northern front in France and
Belgium, but apparently the infantry
attacks are still in the nature of rald-
ing enterprises, although Berlin rec-
ords the repulse of British attempis
to recapture positions at Lombartzyde,
in Belgium, and the infliction of heavy
logses.

The probable recommencement of
heavy fichting along the Austro-Italian
front seams apparent from the latest
official communication from Roma.
Heavy bombardments have been begun
along the entire front, with the Italian
gunnars doing effective work In de-
stroyving enemy positions at various
points. In the Jamiana valley the
Italiana, following a heavy bombard-
ment, dalivered a successful rald, cap-
turing 275 prisoners and machine guns
and war material _

ANOTHER GIGANTIC LOAN
TO ALLIES IS PROBABLE

The" Present Authorization of $3,000,-
000,000 Nearly Exhausted.

Washington, July 16.—Unless the
unforeseen dJdevelops, congress prob-
ably will be asked befors the adjourn-
ment of the present session to author-
Ize another gigantic loan to the allies.
The present authorization of $3,000,.-
000,000 will be exhausted within from
three to four months, at the rate at
which the government is lending money
to entente governments.

Indications are that the smount of
the second authorization will be no less
than the first and may go as high as
£5.000,000,000. There Is every reason
to believe that the administration’s
policy of financing the allled govern-
ments for purchases they malke In this
country will be continwed during the
period of the war and that the vast
sums to be loaned them In the futnre
will be loaned as In the past, at the
same rate of interest the American
government will have to pay for the
money and on the sscurity of entente
government bonds to be deposited In
the treasury.

Nearly half of the $3.000.0000060 al-
ready has heen exhausted The amount
of credits vlaced to foreign govern-
ments alrediy is $1,303,000,000 or ap-
proximately 43 per cent. of the total,
and this covers the financing of twa
months and twenty daysa.

Total credits to the allles probably
will approximate 21.500,000.0600 by July
25, three” months after the slgning of
the war financea bill under which au--
thority for the loan given by con-
ETRss. Should the loans during the
next three months boe at the same rate
as during the past three. the entire

23.000.000.000 will be exhrusted by
October 25,

STRANDED STEAMER
. MAY NOT BE SAVED

Kristianiafjord Pounding Heavily
Surf Near Cape Race.

8t. Johns, N. F., July 16.—The Nor-
wegian-American line steamer Kris-
tianiafjord, which went ashore near
Cape Hace In a fog wyesterday, was
pounding heaviiy in the surfl today
and it was feared that she would be-
come a total loss, She had swung
about =o that she wae parallel with
the =hore and all her forward haolds
were filled with water. The Kristian-
fafjord, a ship of 10,000 tons, wWas
bound from New York for a Norwe-
gian port with passengers and treight.
She hade touched at Halifax, where
she was examined by the British au-
thorities.

The passengers, all of whom were
landed i =afety without much ex-
citemen! or disorder, arrived hers to-
day. 'The Lcoasting wkteamer Sable
brought 120, most of whom were wo-
men and children and thsa steamesar
Prosperc came in later with 150 more,
More than 50 others arrived by a
special train from Portugal Cove,

Arrangements have been made by
the Newfoundland government for
taking care of the entire party until
the coming of another steamer en-
ables them to continue their voyage.
First ¢class passengers have heen sent
to hotels and the second class pas-
sengers will remain temporarily on
coasting steamers in the harbor. Bar-
racks have been filled up for the ac-
commoilation of the men of the steer-
age list, while the women of that class
are housed at the Grenfell Institute.

GEORGE MICHAELIS AS
THE IMPERIAL CHANCELLOR.

Death to Movement to Parliamentarize
Imperial Administration.

Copenhazen, July 18.—If the German
press correctly reflects public opinion
on the event, the appointment of
George Michaelis as imperifal chan-
callor will be assoclated with the death
of the movement to parliamentarize
the imperial administration by giving
reichstag members seats either In the
eabinet or in a new controlling body
to be created, such as the proposed
imperial council of representatives.

The press of Bavaria and other
states in the empire was quick to point
out that a parliamentary ministry
could mot be introduced without up-
setting the whole federal character of
the empire which finda expression in
the supreme bundesrath. The alterna-
tive idea, which Dr. von Bethmann-
Hollweg actually considered for a time,
namely, the institution of an imperial
councll consisting of five representa-
tives each of the government, the
bundesrath and the reichstag, to serve
a8 o connecting link betwlken the gov-
ernment and the representative insti-
tutions of the natlon, has been drop-
ped, according to the Catholic news-
paper Germania.

AMERICAN PHYSICIANS
ARE GOING TO FRANCE

To Treat Children Who Are Suffering
from Shell Shock.

Minneapolis, Minn.,, July 16 —J. P.
Sedgwick, professor of pediatrics at
the University of Minnesota, will head
a commisslon of American physiclans
who will go to France soon to take up
the task of restoring to health the
thousands of French children who are
suffering from shell shock and dis-
eases resulting from the lack of proper
care during the war, according to an
announcement made here today.

Dr. Sedgwick said the organization
of the commission grew out of a con-
ference of a committee of the Ameri-
tcan Pediatric association with Her-
bert C. Hoover, former head of the

Selective Army fo
Be Soon Selected

AWAITING COMPLETION OF EX-
EXEMPTION MACHINERY

EASY ACCESS TO LISTS

Local Boards and Press to Co-operate
in Task of Explaining Enumeration
and Exemption—Only Eleven States
Hava Completed Organization, and
Some Districts Have Not Finished
Numbering Process.

Washington, July 15.—With drawing
of lots for the selective army awalting
cnly completion of exemption machin-
ery In a few scatlered sections of the
country, officials here are anxious that
registrants take every opportunity be-
tween now and the day of dmwing to
Inform themselves thoroughly regard-
ing exemption regulatlons o as to
reduce to a minimum the confusion to
be cleared up after designations are
made.

Press Will Co-operate.

To this end atiention was directed
today to various sectiong of the reg-
tlations over which questions have
arisen, and it was sugszested that the
local boards and the press co-operate
during the week or so remaining be-
fore lots are drawn to insure that the
registersad men know just how to per-
form their part in the great task of
examination and exemption.

So that easler acceas mayv bhe had to
the lists of rexgistmtlion numbers in
the hands of local boards, Provost
Marshal fieneral Crowder telegraphed
the govarnors of all the states asking
that instead of posting the [ists at the
board offfces they bre placed “In some
siafe, central office such as police head-
quarters.” In the Iarger cities, espe-
cially, the provost marshal general
sald, much inconvenience has been
caussd by having the |lstse avallable
only at out of the way board offices.

Only Eleven Reports Complete.

Only eleven states tonlght had not
reported thelr organizations complete
and Iin many of these only a few dis-
trict boards had not finished number-
ing registration cards. The great ma-
jority of districte throughout the coun-
try are ready for the drawing and
when the sgovernors of the missing
#tates telegraph that all the boards in
their jurisdiction have flled thelr lists
thé drawing date will be set, Officlals
think it will not be earlier than Sat-
urday,

Limit of Local Boards.

OMeials here are anxious that local
boards make It clear everyvwhere that
noe question of exemptilon of any reg-
istered man for any other cause than
physical disability or dependent rela-
tives can be taken up before the local
boards. The whole matter of indus-
¢rial exemption Is left to the superior
boards. one of whirh has been created
in each federml judicinl district.

Industrial Exemption.

No individual case where exemption
Is desired because the registrant is
sngaged in any Industrv cinssified as
vital to the war will be taken up until
that individual nas been called up for
examination by his loeal board, found
to be without dependents and physic-
ally fit for military duty and certifled
to the superior board. After that ap-
plication to the superine hoard for ex-
emption on other grounds will ba ad-
missible. The registrant or his em-
player may file necessary affidavits
with the superior board seeking ex-
emption and the case will be heard
promptly.

Absent Registrants.

Another point on which there has
been much deubt is the status of reg-
strants absent from their rezistration
districts. Scores nof requests have
come from men in this situation asking
If they will have to return te their
home towns for examination. They
have bheen informed that if they are
selected for examination each will be
notified by mall by his local board and
then can apply to the -locn! board for
permission to undergo examination In
the town where he is located,

Such action cannot be taken, how-
ever, until the registrant has actually
been summoned by his local board.

Blanks for Appeals.

The government has distributed to
all jocal boards complete sets of
bianks to cover appeals, transfers and
any other matters in connection with
the process. Full instruetlons for fill-
ing out any form of blank and spesific
instructions as to the manner In which
each is to be used anlso have heen pro-
vided.

Regist'm.‘nﬁ may examine these at
the gquarters of loral hoards, but every
effort has been made to prevent tha
filing of affidavits or other documents
that do not apply to a case actually
under conslderation. Otherwise tha
boards would be swamped with efforis
to get a decision In advance.

Tt was for this yeason that the reg-
tlations provided that no man could
‘come up for examination in any wny
before elther loeal or superior boards
until he was actually summoned for
military duty.

The Greatest Misunderstanding.

Probably the point In  the whola
process which has led to the greatest
misunderstanding and confuslon is the
system by which industrial exempition
iz to be granted. Manyv persons have
regarded [t as certaln that men in
munition-making or ether strictly war
Industries would be exempted as a
class. This is not the fact. What fa
to govern the process is the importance
of the individual in such an Industry.
If ancther man could take his place
without prejudice to the working of
tha plant, ha will not be granted mili-
tary exemption.

To maksa this policy effective, the
superior and not the local boards are
assigned the task of saving whether
or not a man should be retalned at his
desk or bench. The bulk of exemptions
and consideration of these casss will
keep the local boards fully occupied,
leaving to the more deliberative supe-
‘rior boards the entire handlng of the
much more vexing questions of indus-
trial exemption.

Sweeping Victory
by Entente Allies

WILL CONVINCE THE GERMANS
THEY HAVE BEEN DECEIVED

HOHENZOLLERN’S FORT

Is Impregnable in Appearance Only,

and It May Crumble to Pieces at
of
Popular Movement in Germany Will
be Attended by Terrible Results and

the Bloodiest of Revolutions.

Any Moment—Any Suppression

New York, July 16.—A sweeping vic-
tory by the entente zllies, sufficient in
its effect to arouse the German people
to @ realization that they have been
deceived, s the only thing that will
bring about a revolution and the over-
throw of the Hohenzollerns, according
to FProf. Herman Fernau, a German
Journalist and author of "‘I'Accuse,” a
pamphlet published in Switzerland at
the beginning of the war and sup-
pressed by that government Fernau,
now a political refugee In Switzerland,
is quoted In an interview obtained by
the Swilzerland correspondent of the
Russkoye Siovo, the text of which was
recelved here today by  the official
French bureau of iInformation, ecabled
fromn Parls,

“I consider a revolution in Germany
possible only in event of a sweeping
military victory by the allies,” Fernau
iz quoted as sayving In the interview.
“The fortress of the Hohenzollerns is
Impregnable in appearance only, and
it may crumble to pleces at any un-
expected moment. The soclalists have
been deceived, as have all others in
Germany, by & continuity of official Hes
since the beginning of the war, when
the German government announced a
French airplane rald on Nuremburg
and that Russian troopa had violated
the frontier.

“Later on, the soclalista learned they
had beesn deceived, but they had not
the courage to changs thelr attitude.
The socialist party in Germany |Is,
moreaver, & big capitallstic enterprise.
They have 250,000,000 marks Invested
in various enterprises and they con-
trol severa] thousand offictals and em-
ploves. The soclal democrats prefer
to lose their honor rather than their

money.
“On Aug. 2, 1914, Chancellor wvon
Bethmann-Hollweg called all the so-

cialist leaders in Germany into con-
ference and he told them bluntly
‘Efther you will be with us or we

shall destroy your organization' The
socialists decided to support the gov-
ernment and continue thelr husiness.

“There is no doubt,”” continues the
interview, “that the repression in Ger-
many of any popular movement will be
attended by terrible results and a rev-
olution will be the bloodiest that the
world hae ever witnessed. This revo-
lution, however, will only come after a
stinging defeat, as only then will tha
people of Germany be sufficiently In-
dignant against the Hohenzollerns and
the military caste.”
