An interesting occurredce in Nor-
wich history is recalled by the writer
{em account of the celebration of
XNorwich quarter millennium, in
narrating the events, when, on the
Fourth of July, 1801, Faith Trum-
bull Chapter, Daughters of the Amer-
lean Revolution, unveilad a bronze
‘tablét near the Town Street entrance
of tha Up-mm burying ground, In
memory of the twenty nameless
French soldlers of the Revolution,
who, serving under Lafayotte, dled
while in cam on Norwich Town
zreen, in 1778 The exercises at the
unveiling mﬂum addresses by Rev,
Charles A. Northrop, Gearge Shepard
Forter, and Mrs. Sara Thompson
Kinney, state r t, with the sing-
inz of the Star Spangled Banner by
Mrs, Martin E, Jensen.

Two years ht-r. July 4th, 1803,
Mra, Frank A. Roath—now  Mrs.
Charles W. Gale—regent of Faith
Trumbull Chapter, presided at a large
gathering near the East Town strect
entrance of the burying ground, to
dedicate the iron gates that had stood
for seventy-one vears before the man-
nion of the late Amos H. Hubhbard, on
East Meain street, on the site now oec-
cupied by Norwlich post office. The
gate posts support bronze tablets
bearing the names of fifty-nine Revo-
iutionary soldiers whose graves were
“nown to be within 1the enclosure.

In
the modern world today eversything is
measiured by the standard of money.
The relations of mankind Instead of
being governed by sympoathy, good
will and friendehip. are placed upon
the altar of bargailn and sale. The
nations of the world have |ost the
sense of social unity and esre formed
into antagonistie groups working un-
der the jnfluence that the cause of a4
nation = best promoted when that
nation seeks (ts own private interests.
The principle is sound enough as a
stntement of the rdvantage that comes
to the stata from individual Tliberty
and initiative.

While it is true that some appeal to
self-interest {s necessary to evole and
uphold this initiative, there may bhe
much good and littla harm when the
power of the Individual is kept within
reasonable limits: but when the law
of the land allowa individuals pursulng
# particular and private interest to
combine in groups, and gives the priv-
Hlegez and sanction of a corporate or-
ganlzation and life to such groups pur-
suing an Interest whaolly private and
unrelateld to the public good, and when
the industrial system s the prey €F
conflicting and competing groups of
such interests, then the pullicr wedl s
the last thing considered, and the love
of the common good—the common
friendship—is at an end. It Is thep
that patriotiam s a mere pretenss
and the life of the state ls in danger.

Seifishness, the antlthesis of patri-
otlam, ie the cause of most of the dis-
orders of the hody politic today. Where
l= the American who fears to meet
bravely and euccessfully every exter-
nal danger with which we mav be ron-
fronted? The solution of the internal
problems of our national existence
calls for patriotism of the very highest
order,

The suprema nead of the hour [s that
every one of us, rich or poor, emplover
or employe, omticial or cltizen, look In
A calm and patriotic manner, with good
will, moderation and mutual forbear-
ance, into the evils of our day, and
conslder the eacrifice which the solu-
tion of these evils demands of every
one of us. For we know tha principle
of democracy in the state cannot long
co-exist with feudalism in Industry
and the placing of American Industry
on a personal basls and on the relation
of man to man and of obedlence rather
than on the impersonal basis of effi-
eciency and organizatiom will be a great
and indispensable support of political
demorracy. Reason alone will not curb
avarice or support patriotism. Patri-
otism will not endure if not based on
motives that only genuine raligi.on
supplies,

It !s that power alone which npn
stem that franzy which precipitates
men and nations with the rage of a
torrent Into excesses. When the in-
fustice and Inveterate abuses are elim-
inated from the government of society
patriotism will have come into |
rwn.

At least
snee a day a squad will be detalled to
Inspert and clean every squara foot of
space in or near your Hving aquar-
tera. Thiu is 8 duty which an experi-
enced soldier usually performs  with
more interest and thouorughness than
the raw recruit: for he more clearly re-
wlizes Its Tmportance.
