Earle L. Sparks Pleased With Life
and Discipline as Member of Com-
pany G, 58th Regiment.

Writing home from the amp of Co.
G, BSth Infantry, National Park, Get-
tysburg, Pa., Earle L. Sparks, of Nor-
wich, describes for his mother, Mrs.
Lucy A. Sparks, of Fail-moun- t street,
the routine of camp life and seems
to be very much pleased with the ser-
vice. On the morning of August 15
the company had a practice march of
nine miles, leaving at 8.10 a. m. and
arriving back at camp at 11.20.
