PURPOSES OF VISIT
OF JAPAN ESE MISSION

Given to The Associated Press by
Viscount Ishii.

Washington, Aug. 27. Viscount IshIL
the special Japanese ambassador, gave
to The Associated Press tonight a
statement defining the purposes of his
mission to the United States. Mem-
bers of the mission noticed at Hono-
lulu, at San Francisco and finally here
in Washington indications that their
coming might be misinterpreted by
certain tlements, and it was foundnecessary to explain that nt-- commer-
cial or selfish interests were to be
subserved.

The ambassador's statement follows:
"The imperial Japanese mission

came to the; United States for two rea-
sons: First, to convey to the president
and to the American people the ap-
preciation and congratulations of theemperor and the nation of Japan for
the entrance of the United States into
the war as allies of Japan and the
other nations now waging war against
the enemies of freedom; second, to de-
termine how best to with
he United States in carrying the war

to a triumphant conclusion.
"Having determined in what mannerJapan can use her resources andstrength to this end, it is the purpose

of the mission to further aid the allied
cause by showing what she can do
with tle help and of theUnited States. Japan is entirely un-
selfish in her aim. We are fighting
for a common end and we wish to aidin the common efforts."

To Take Up With Federal Officials
the Prices Just Fixed.

Washington, Aug. 27.-C- oal oper-
ators from many parts of the country
came to Washington today to take up
with ttie government officials the pric-
es just fixed for their product.

NO SERIOUS SHORTAGE IN

CLOTHING - OR EQUIPMENT

ALL WILL BE READY

Most of the Divisional Training Es-

tablishments Are Nearing Comple-

tion Enfield Rifles Will Be Ready

For Draft Forces. ,

Washington, Aug. 27. No serious
shortage in clothing or equipment is
expected to be disclosed when the na-
tional army is mobilized next month.
Secretary Baker said today that ar-
rangements for the enormous supplies
necessary for the new force are so
well advanced that whatever shortage
is' found will be overcome quickly.

TIGHTENING GOVERNMENT
CONTROL OF EXPORTS

Additions to" List for Which License is
Required for Shipment to Nentrals.

Washington, Aug. 27. President
Wilson tightened the government's
control of exports tonight by issuing
an order forbidding the shipment of
any goods to European neutral coun-
tries except under license, and by
extending the lists for which license
is required in shipment to the allies
and neutrals other than European
countries, to include cotton, all meats,
sugar and most of America's other
export commodities.

In a statement accompanying his
proclamation the president said one
of the first intentions of the govern-
ment will be to see that no American
products are made "the occasion of
benefit to the enemy, either directly
or indirectly." Officials interpreted
the order as forecasting a vigorous
use of the export control as a war
weapon and a policy of strict ration-
ing of countries contiguous to Ger-
many.

Exports to Germany and - her allies
also arc formally prohibited by the
president's order and this is under-
stood to mean that the export control
is about to supersede the British sys-
tem of giving letters of assurance for
American cargoes. L'p to now there
has been nothing except the British
blockade to prevent the shipment cf
American goods to Germany. To-
night's order in this respect accom-
plishes one of the purposes sought in
the trading with the enemy bill pend-
ing in congress.

Coin, bullion, currency and evi-
dences of indebtedness are placed un-
der export license restrictions to Eu-
ropean neutrals, whenever regulations
governing their export have been pro-
mulgated by the secretary of the
treasury.

The president's order contains the
first formal announcement of the
transfer of administration ' of the ex-

port control from the department of
commerce to the export administra-
tive board of which Vance McCor-mic- k

is chairman. When the admin-
istrative board made the fact public
a few days ago it was explained that
the action was taken to facilitate the
issuance of licenses.

HARTFORD POLICEMEN
ARE UNDER SUSPICION

Of Collusion in Embezzlements at Dil-

lon and Douglas Co.

Hartford. Conn., Auftl 27. The com-
mittee on rules and discipline of the
Hartford board of police commission-
ers ended a secret session tonight with-
out making a report on tihe alleged
police collusion in embezzlements at
the local branch of the Dillon & Doug-
lass company. It was stated after
the meeting that the committee could
do little in the, matter until the re-
turn here of Henry Myers, an employe
of the company who is charged with
being one of the principals in the al-

FIRST AMERICAN NAVAL
FLYER FALLS IN FRANCE

George H. Manley of "Maplewood, N.
J, Killed in Aeroplane Accident.

Washington, Aug. 27. The first
death of an American naval flier at
the French front was announced here
today in official despatch to the navy
department. He WSs George Her-
bert Manley, a machinists' mate in
the Naval Aeronautical Corps, and
was killed In an airplane accident.
Manley was a son of Herbert Manley
of Maplewood, N. J.

Manley was one of the first to join
the Aviation Corps. He was sent to
a training1 station at Pensacola, Fla.,
remaining there a month when a call
was issued for volunteers for imme-
diate service in France.

Manley enlisted in Ma?. His me-
chanical experience made him an ideal
student, and it was not long before
he could be trusted to pilot a' ma-
chine.

Tension Ovar the War Tax Bill Is So
Great That Petitions for Cloture Are
Being Circulated Postage Rates
Discussed Yesterday.

Washington, Aug. 27. Tension in
the senate's struggle over the war tax
bill mounted so today, with the open-
ing of the third week of debate, thatthe leaders began paving the wav forapplying the cloture rule to curtaildiscussion and negotiations were set
afoot with the hope of compromising
the varying opinions over higher tax-
ation of war profits and incomes.

The senate spent the day in talk
without action, on the pending post
age sections of the bill, while leadens
earnestly conferred toward com-
promising disputes and hastening the
measure's passage. They hoped todispose of the one cent letter postage
increase ana the publishers tax pro-
visions tomorrow, but there was no
certainty that it could be accomplish-
ed and the war profits section reachedw ednesday.

Petitions for Cloture.
Petitions for cloture, which tonierht

bad more than fifty signatures only a
lew less tnan the necessary two-thir- ds

to put cloture into effect were
circulated after Senator Simmons, incharge of the bill, sought and failed
to secure unanimous consent to fix a
date for final voting on either the
entire bill or the war profits section.
several senators. however. signed
with the understanding that the cloture rule would not be sought unlessa filibuster developed. Among those
signing were many favoring drastic
increase in war profits and income
tax rates. Presentation of the peti-
tion is not planned by Senator Sim
mons for several days or until after
the war profits debate begins.

Postage Taxes.
In today's debate on the postage

taxes. Senators Hardwick, Pomerene
and McKeilar led the attack on the
bill's provisions, advocating higher
postal rates for newspapers and mag-
azines. Senators Harding, Smoot,
McCumber and others opposed higher
postage rates, while. Senators Borah,
Townsend and others ur?ed entire
elimination of postage taxes from the
bill. , Senator Weeks of Massachu-
setts expects to speak tomorrow for
his plan to eliminate the publishers'
postage and income tax provisions.

War Profits Tax 80 Per Cent.
Senator Johnson of California, of-

fered an amendment to the war tax
bill late today to make the war profits
tax 80. per vent.

GOVERNMENT'S POWER TO
KEEP WAR PRICES DOWN

To Be Defined by Attorney General
. Gregory at President's Request.

Washington, Aug. 27. An interpre-
tation of existing laws which will de-li- ne

clearly the government's power
to keep war prices down has been
asked of Attorney-Gener- al Gregory by
President Wilson. The president par-
ticularly wishes to know how far the
government can go under the food
control, and the national defence acts.

The defence act authorizes the
executive in time of war to comman-
deer supplies at fair prices, but doubt
has existed as to whether the law
vests in him power fo force produc-
ers to sell to the allies and to thegeneral public at figures obtained by
the government.

Under the food control act the pres-
ident has wide authority over the pro-
duction and "Vistribution of food-
stuffs, but prec isions of the act de-
signed to give the government control
over "necessaries" never have been
clearly defined in the minds of many
officials.

The president 'has emphasized that
the administration's policy will be to
obtain fair prices for the public on
all commodities and that American
and allied government purchases will
not be permitted to increase prices to
the private buyers.

With the price of coal disposed of
for the time being, the government now
has turned its attention to steel and
copper. The war industries board and
the federal trade commission are
working together to arrive at fair
prices for both these.

If a test comes over the avowed in-
tention of the government to see that
the public shares in price reductions
it will come first over steel.

SO GERMAN'S ARRESTED
IN SOUTH DAKOTA

Charged With Having Signed a Peti-
tion Against the Draft.

Yankton. S. D., Aug. 27. Thirty
Germans were arrested near Tripp,
Hutchinson county, S. D.. this morn-
ing for alleged violation of the espion-
age act. They are charged with hav-
ing signed a petition to Governor Nor-bec- k

protesting against the draft and
the war. All of them had previously
been arrested and bound over to th
federal district court for trial. On
Aug. 14 fifteen of the men were appre-
hended for signing' a pet'tlon to thecounty sheriff similar to tiie one sent
to the governor. Again on Aug. 21 fif-
teen other Germane were taken for
directing a petition to the county treas-
urer. AH of these, it is said, were
signers of the protest to the governor.

PROBABLY WILL FIX
WHEAT PRICES TODAY

Rumor Says It Will Be Slightly More
Than $2.

Washington, Aug. 27. The price the
government will pay in its purchases
of the 1917 crop of wheat will probably
be fixed tomorrow by the committee
headed by Dr. H. A. Garfield. It will
be made effective beginning Septem-
ber 1,

Members of the committee have
guarded closely their discussion but
rumoi- - tonight said tho price named
would be slightly in excess of $2.

Congress has already set an arbi-
trary price of $2 on the 1918 crop,
which under conditions at all favora-
ble is expected to exceed the present
crop by many millions of bushels. The
trend of opinion "among members of
the committee, it is said, is that if
next year's crop is worth $2 the pres-
ent yield of necessity should be worth
a higher price.- -
