ed and fully eapable of renderin~ sar-
vice im this country as well as abroad
as anesthetists, radlosraphers. hospi-
tal and laboratory ddirectors and also
A8 sSUrgeons, more than 10 per cent. of
whom are willing and anxious to
serve; anfl- .

Whereas, There is no provision of
law or regulations providing for such
service of medical women, execept in
the capacity of nurse under the Red
Cross organization: therefore

Be it resoived, That the Woman's
Committee, Council of Nationa] De-
fense, Connecticut Division, receg-
nizing the urgency of the demand and
the injustice to the women physicians.
urges upon the war department and
congress to enact such laws and pre-
scribe such regulations as will permit
of the service of the women physi-
cians of the countrv being utilized to
the fullest extent, both in this coun-
thy and abroad, during the present
war, with equal opportimitly -with
medical men for service as members
of the staff of division nnd base hos-
pitals and others, and with appropri-
ate official rank or designation and
pay.
