Germany has done {ts utmost to
prevent the Argontine break. It has
attémpted to cover up by promlises
that which had Beéer recommended
liy itz agents and to endeavor to place
‘the responsibidty for the Luxhurz sf-
fair entirely upen the German at-
tache. but it came to0o late. It was a
veneer through which the real charac-
ter could De dizcerned. The activity
of the German representatites has
Jbeen much the zame in tha: ccuntry
as it has In other neutra! nations.
The strike troubles, which atre attrib-
uted to CGerman agents . reached a
crigles at a time when th cruld” be
expected to have mureh influence upon
the country's feelings and they wun-
cuestionably have.

It may be some days before Argen-
tinea makes known its next step but
from the preparations that are belng
made it isn't difficult to imagine what
it will be. Germany will have no
more chances to impose upon the
friandship of that country, and Ar-
sentina has no trouble whatever in
Justifying its course.

In z2imos: il not every ity where
the postal service makesz use of the
pneumatic malil tubes th2re has heen
opporition manifested by the post-
master general to their continuance.
A" determined effort was made to
nave congress turn down the appro-
priation, in spite of the fact that the
communities in which they-are main-
tained or leased are desirous of their
continuance not only because of the
prompt service which they aflord but
because the continuance of such a
quick method of transportation means
avoiding the necessity of employing
motor truecks for the further conges-
tion of the already overcrowded
streets, but the congrzssional commit-
tée Is now making a study of the sit-
uation for the purpose of getting to
the bottom of the matter,

It is not surprising that the busf¢
ness interests, wherever the commit-
tee goes, are found to be almost
unanimously opposed to the abindon-
ment of the tubes.

And all this is being done
under increased prices.

care to sée that the high, prices which
are obtalnabje do not wit in leav-
ing us inadequately supplied. We can
ekimp for the fighting forces and for
those in nesd but [t should not be
done to make those who are getting
big profits jast so much ricler.

“To speak German is lo rtmain
Gérman; to eause cthers to #peak
German is to make them into Ger-
mans.”

In this way Ludwig Fuldm, one of
the most prominent of modern Ger-
mean playvwrights and journsalists sum-
marized his observations in th=s Unlited
States. That he weas giving expression
ic more thah merely personal opinion
ik evidenced by the =stern measnres
adopted by Germany for- the purpoese
of establishing the use of German in
the Pollsh provinces and jn Alseve—
by the decrées which forbade Frénéh
even on signs and on tombstones and
the orders making it & crime to Im-
part religious Instruction in the Polish
tongue.

The propaganda for the German an-
guage has alwavs been a well-recoi-
nized phase of imperial Kultorpolit
It was regarded &s an importeant means
for establishing German influence in
foréign lands, for undermining na-
tlonal unity, and for keeplng Germsn
immigrante in solid Llocks which could
be used as convenient makeé-weizhts in
favor of German policies. As one of
the leaders in the Pen-Garman move-
ment expressed it years ago, "the im-
portance of Germany In the ftuiure will
dapend on two thlnxs—ﬂrst the aum-
ber of persons who are poiltically sub-
Jeet to the empire. and, second, the
number of those throuzhout the wor}d
who speak the Garman language.”

That the kaisar's symnntkizers in
the United Stutes have taken this
coirse to heart is borne out by the
vigorous efforts whnich havé been made
to eéstablish the German language in
cur public gchools ever since the Pan-
German {dea came to active consclous.
ness here some twenty yvears ngo. Dur-
ing thie period the numiter of high
school pupils taking instruction in
(Geérman has risea from 58000 to 3512.-
000. Even more marked hns been the
increase in this direction in the grade
echools.

Now that the eVYents cf the last few
monthe have taught Americaue to look
upon this apparently innocent educa-
tional movement in the =amec light in
which it has always been held by Ger-
manes both here and in Germanvy, it is

small wonder that they will iinve none
of it. German language instraction
has been abolished in all the grade

schools of Toledo;
heen ellminated from the first four
grades: In Baltimore from all the
grades: in Milwaukee American chil-
dren will no longer have the*advan-
tage of a bl-lingua! educagion In the
first and second grades, and even Chl-
rago has torn from {ta spelling books
ihe nauseous adulation of the kajser
which the exponents of Pan-German
pollecies had caused to be insertad, 1

That this aversiog for evervthing
German will be ‘mtensified with time
i inevitable.” The danger is that it
will sttach to much that is admlrable
ant that we cou'd adopt with advan-
tage. Our civillzation will thereby be
made the poorer. 0One of the great
tragedies of the war fs that the ervil
ambition of the Hohenzollerng has laid
its foul hands upon the sacred heritaee
of the German people and Impreznated
it with the poison of its contaet, mo
that for centurles it will provoke the
loathing of the wqrld.

These 'consequences can in some de-
gree be averted by our citlzensa of
German birth. It rests with them to
prove to us and to the world that a
wide chaam separates the Germany of
Schiller, Goethe and Lessing from the
monster state created by the Hohen-
zollerns and their servants: that the
genius that peopjed the woods and
dales with the fairies of childhood has
nothing in common with the demon

| that ravhged Belgium, France and Po-

land; that the German spirit is indeed
free and not sunk in hopeless servility
to unworthy masters, But not by
lukewarm allegiance to our country,
not by carp ng eriticilsm of things
American, n by esecret gratification
over the revems of our allies, can
they bring this about. The Turnver-
cin, the Llederkranz, the Btadtverband,
the Nationalbund and Deutschunter-
richt must all be forgotten. The story
of American liberty, from-its founda-
tions In Magna Carta to the present
time, must displace all these as the
subject of their propagandu: every-
thine ghat will contribute to our over-
whelming victory must he the obfeet
of their activity. Through such men,
after the war, will the benefits of Ger-
man science, art and literature ba
tranamitted. By such men alone can
the odium which the Hohenzollern dv-
nasty has drawn vwpon all things Ger-

Fighting For Prinéiples.

The Americans are necullarly a
neace-loving neople.

Yet within less than
one hundred and ffiy vears we have
entered six important wars, the last
and perhaps the greatest of which is
the one jJust beginnins neainst the
German movernmeént. Why has 411 this
warfaré beefi necem=ary ?

The ansawer is tn bhe found In the
simple fact that there are cértain
American rights and principles that
must be upheld if the United States
is to remain a free and se'f-respecting
nation. These rights have naver been
attacked—and probably never will bhe
attacked—by othér free and dzmo-
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cratic peoples. But the world Ix not
rid of governments in the hands of
small groups whe betray thelr own
people apd drive them forward in ruth-
less asSBults on the freédom and the
rights of other pegoples. It is a gov-
ernment of this type that now menaces
all 1therty Iovng nations throughout
the world and savagely attacks Amer-
fcan rights.

In all our pravious ware against for-
e®n powers the American people have
fought for principles, not for wealth
or power, just as they are fignting to-
day They have fought against gov-
ernments, not agalnat peoples, just as
they are fighting today. They have
fi ht fearlessly and fairly, Just aa
yo® and the othsr American soldiers
of this war will fight.
