Navy Department Informed of the
Sinking of Three Amerioatt SohoOrtors.

Washington, Oct. 4. Operatjona of
German raiders in the southern Pacl-fi- e

were revealed tonight in a despatch
the navy department from Tutuila,

Samoan Islands, telling of the arrival
there in an. open boat of the master Of
tho Tnisaffior Schooner C. Slade with a
story that the famous Seeadler ha
stranded on MOpeha Island after de-
stroying three American schooners and
that members of the German crew had
Set out for further depredations on
commerce on other captured vessels.

It was August 2 when the Seeadlssi
was abandoned, and on August St her
commanding officer withy three officer s

two men set out in a motor sloop,
provided with- - machine sun, rifles,
bombs, and two months' supplies. On
September .3 the remainder of the
Germans seized the French schooner
LUtece. armed her and put to sea.

Twenty-seve- n white and seventeen
native ptisoners from the Seeadler
were left marooned on tne lsiana ana
the Slade's master brought word that
ihev were in great need of food and
water. The Arterican vessel Sunk
were 'the siade, the a. B. Johnson ahd

Manila.
The American schooner A.

was 523 tons gross and was owned
Wilson Brothers company, San

Francisco. She was built at Aberdeen,
Wash., in 19X.

Tho American schooner Manila reg-
istered 731 tons gross and was owned

John A. Hooper. San Francisco. The
vessel waa built at North Bend, Ore.,

md.
Shipping records do not mention the

American schooner C. Slade or the
French schooner Luteee.

The navy department issued this
statement: -

"The master of the American
shopner C. Slade arrived in an open
boat at this uiand with three other
men from Moneha Island, which they
left Sept. 19. Tbe matter, Hador
Smith, states that his vessel was cap
tured by the German raider Seeadler

June 17. The schooner was de-
stroyed by burning and the entire crew
were taken aboard the raider.

"Smith further states that the
Seeadler caritured on June 14 the
American schooner A. B. Johnson and

July 8 the American schooner Ma
nila. The Manila was destroyed by
dynamite, after which the Seeadler
proceeded to Mooeha. Island, the west-
ward island of th Society group, ar-
riving there July 3L On Au. 2 the
Seeadler xtranded arid was abandoned

a total loi. The commanding of-
ficer of the Seeadler left Aug. 21 i a
motor sloop wita machine guns, rifles,
bombs and sbout two months' supplies,
accompanied by three officers and two
men.

"On Sept. S the French schooner
Luteee. bound out of Takitl. Society
Islands, arrived at Mopeha and was
captured by the remainder of the See-sdler- 'S

crew, who immediately left on
schooner with machine und. sup-

plies, rifles and bombs, leaving behind
them tl whit men and 17 native pris-
oners from the Seadler. marooned on
MOpeha Island. These men are ia
gifeat need of food and water."
