© || Boauties of the North Shore and the Historical Places, Docu-

ments and Pictures in the City of Narrow and Crooked
Street a Revelation and a Treat.

An author of some
said that the drive along the Neorth
Sfore from Boston to Marblehead, is
one of the most beautiful and inte-
resting in all New England.

Anyone who has had the privilege
to enjoy this journey of eighteen or
twenty miles, both Dy automobies
and By trolley and to spend the better
postion of three days in this quaint
and interesting town. so rich in both
colonial and revolutfonary history
will readily dgree.

The distance from the capital to
Harblshead seemed all too shert, but
one's interest never flags in the
course of the journey, something &
litile different from the home-town
‘being presented to the eyasry stage of
the trip. Pamsing down through
Charlestown at the rear of the navy
vard. with its well guarded wall of
great height, though In a dingy
quarter of the city, through Chelsen
wit its many one story buildings and
still vacant lots. reminders of the dis-

Astrous fire of but a few years sinoe,
through and HBveret,- the
drive across the marshes with thelr

ever-present refreshing salt breeze
brings one at last to the busy and
thriving city of Lymn, where {for
some months past its great Industry
of making shoes has been almost par-
alyvsed by a strike, out through =&
broad and beautiful street, with a
parle and many stately churches and
public bulldings. to Swampscotit with
its magnificent beach, and from that
town along through wood and plain,
with occasional glimpses of the At-
lantle. or that gortion of it called by
the geographers, Massachusetts Bay,
are enjoyed before the city which is
the subject of thisg sketch is reached;
& city containing but a small popula-
tion, seme 7.000 in the winter. Some
nine or ten thou d in the summer
because of its Inn of visitors.

The Home of “Moll” Pitcher.
Marblehend was the home of “Moll™
Pitcher, and In a noble bufding
known a2s Abbott Hall, presented to
the city by a gentleman of that name,
or the walls of the reading room
hangs the original of the much-copied
lithographed painting of “The Splrit
of 'TA" presented by Gen, John De-
vereux of Cleveland. O.;: as well as a
gpirited marine. In gray tones, por-
treving the wreck of a large vessal
and a little gem of Capt. Jos. P.
Snow, entitled “On the Luecy E.” a
tarry pitcher indeed. ithe old salt being
at the wheel of hiz smal craft.

A large oil named “Willlam of
fAirange giving up his jewels to carry
en the war in the Netherlands” is a
court scene of great vigor and beau-
tx: a stately old clergyman, with
white neckeloth and surplice. whose
name is undisclosed, a copy of the
Woman of Samaria at the Well and
saveral other marines, one of them
“i"ropeing the Grand Banks." c¢om-

Abbott Hall.

Abbott Hall contain® many if not
all, of the offices of the city and town
and is one of lehaad's show
places; it being well worth a visit P'
the tourist or student of local his-
tory, and one ls sure of a4 courteous
and attentive reception. Adention
should alsoc be made of an excellant
bust of Gerry and a fac-simile of the
warrant for the execution of Charlea
1. with its quaint text and still more
quaint signatures and seals; It hav-
fng been reproduced from the origi-
nal docuoment In the House of Lords.
All of the abpve are to ba found im the
reading room as well as the original
deed. to be séen Im one of the town
offices, from the Indians to the Inhab-
itants of Marblehead. bearing the
names and totems of the signers, and.
on the back »>f the parchment, upen
which the deed is written, the appro-
priate seals.

The consideriition for this convey-
ance is there recited as being fifteen
pounds, the #ate, 1884, although we
were informed that Marblehead had
been founded in 1640 and incorporat-
ed In 1649.

One of the noticeable colonial mie-
slons, of which theré are many fine
speciments in the towp, Is the Wm

R. Lee House, its lor windows
protected by anclent wire screen,
with thelr curious - paintings, the

house having been built In 1743. Next
door to this a jarge while mansion
with its ancient br knocked and
doorlatch and polish to the highest
degree, both of these houses being
occupled and in a fine state of preser-

vation.
Lee Mansion House.

Our stroll up the atreet, rightly
named Pleasant. led us to the house
known an. inscribed as “Lee Mansion
Holuise of The Marblehead Historical
Soclety.” .The exterior of the struc-
ture, & very large four-story house,
built in 1768, is worthy of uxtended
mention, but ft is of . the Interior,
with (ts literally, priceleas historic
treasures. that we were concerned.
Captain Lee, it is said, was a mariner

who sgiled the seven seas and this
mansion was hia home. From all
quarters of the earth he brought

many curlos and Interesting objects,
of various sorts, and and in addition
to these a large assortment of his-
torical articles, not only of local in-
terest, but of intense interest, as well
to all lovers of early New England
history.

The visitor Is very courtesusly and
cordially received by a committee of

three ladies, members of the society.
and after inscribing one's name in
the vigitors’ ©book. 1Is conducted

through the house by one of them.

All its rooms are lofty and spaclous
and in two of them on the main
are unigque and beautiful speciments
of hand-carving in mantels and
frieze, and the grand staircase by
which one, ascends to the upper floors
{8 heyond descripiion in its stateli-
nees, and wealth of detall

It & well worth a visit. and hours
might be pleasantly and profitably
spent in the examination and study of
its many treasures. Ganuine  Paul
Revere silver. curious paintings silver
articles, shells, hidden safes, and
hundreda of objects of art brought
by the owner of the mansion from his
many vovages, anclent firearms, flags
and literaliy, a thousand and one oth-
er things. -

One thing of ilocal Interest in Con-
necticut, is a plan, printed in 1808, by
Willlam Lyon and engraved by T.
Kensett, of the city of New Haven,
containing all the housese then in
that city, with the names of the oc-
cupants, giving as well, their trades
and occupatians.

Of great interest te the visitor was
n series of six panels in color, exe-
cuted by Paul Barneschina. lLondon.
1799, portraying the artist's idea of
the Parable of the Prodigal Son.

What 18 here written gives but the
faintest notion of the many, many
thmings to be found within the walls
of this anclent mansion. all of
which are of intense historic inte-
rest. It seems in & way. a pity, that
they might not be accessible to a
greater number of people. than c¢an
ever se¢ and study them in their pres-
ent situation. however beautiful and
otherwise appropriate.
