next highest output, the figures for
1918 being $1,833,000,000 as compared
With $1.5f5.O00,000 for J913. As com-
pared with 1915, this is an increase of
M40,fl00.T)00. or 32 per tent. Coal and
petroleum contributed 78 per cent, of
the increase shown in the nonmetaliic
products.
