FAVOR BIG INCREASE
iN NATIONAL ARMY.

State Council Recommends Three
Million Men With Full Complement
of Officers.

Imnrédiate steps to increase the an-
listed strength of the national army to
not less than 3,000,000 men, with a full
complement of officers, are recom-
mended to the federal government by
the Connegticut state eounclli of de-
fense in a vole unanimously passed by
the ocouncil. At the same time the
coun approved and comm®aded the
commissioning of all gradustes of the
various officers’ training camps, |

These resolutions were announced
Baturday night after a copy of the
action taken had been sent to Seere-
tary of War Newton D. Baker. The
‘text of the council's vote. follows:

“Voted, That the Connectlout state
counel]l of defense approves and com-
mends the announced plan of the sec-
retary of war that all successful oan-
didates who have completed a course
at the varlous officers’ training camps
will be commissionad at once and as-
signed to active duty; that the Con-
necticut state council of defense ear-
nestly recommends that immediata
steps be taken to increase the
strength of the national arm¥y to- not
less than 3§.000,000 men, with a full
complement of officers.”
