HERMANN TAKES FIRST STEP
TO REDUCE PLAYER LIMIT

Has Forwarded an Amendment
National League Constitution.

Garry Herrmann, president of the
Cincinnat! Reds, has taken the initial
step in reducing the player limit of
the National League to eighteen men
& team, exclusive of the manager,

He said Saturday that he already
has forwarded to President Tener of
the National League an amendment
to the league’s constitution calling for
an 18 man limit for the next season.
The amendment will be voted on at
the annual meeting in New York, De-
cember 11

It is declared by baseball men that
since Herrmann submitted his amend-
ment fifteen days prilor to the meet-
ing, a majority vote will bring about
its passage. Amendments {nitlated
after the fifteen-day peoriod require a
unanimous vote Hermann's proposal
;l_cfs not provide for any disability
ist.

Herrmann believes that by reducing
to eighteen plavers the club will be
able to survive the army draft in
good shape. He said that he expects
the league to adopt ths amendment
:13[-{ the American Leaszue to follow

Prgsident Johnson's desire to enter
the war started the hall a-rolling for
a reduction of plavers, and his action
led to the proposa)] for the eighteen-
player limit. Tener favors the reduc-
tion as do most of th managers who
are eager to help do evervthine that
will assist Unele Sam in the war.

FOOTBALL FATALITIES ARE
FEW THIS SEASON

Only Twelve \;;c-tim: in 1917 Against
18 in 1916

Football exacted a toll of twelve vic-
time during the 1917 season, which
ended with Thanksgiving day games,
according to reports to the Associat-
ed Press. The number was six less
than in 1916 and four less than two
vears ago. In 1914 there were fif-
teen deaths.

Defenders of the popular college
sport pointed to the fact that not a
fatality nmer even a serious injury oe-
curred In the big universities and col-
leges where the game is conducted
under expert physical direction.

All of the viletims with one excep-
tion, wera either high school students
or players, who with little or no
training, participated in semi-profes-
sional games. A majority of the cases
showed that the piayers entered the
game without proper knowledge of
ft and without proper physical condi-
tion for so rough a sport,

The open style of play has elimi-
nated much of the danger, in the
opinion of Fred 1. Murphy, a former
Yale star, now coach at Northwestern
university. ‘“The  players,” he sald,
“also are better protected through im-
proved heavily padded uniforms and
headgears.”

A, A Stagg, the veteran coach at
the University of Chicago said that
universal physical examination and
training of high school students would
materially reduce the number of foot-
ball deaths. Some of the larger high
schools now require examination of
all athletes.

Well Known Boxing Referee Dead.

Charley White, widely known - box-
ing referes, who had been {ll for a
long time with a complication of dis-
eases, died at his home in New York
Saturday mnight.

White was the most prominent ref-
eree of pugilistic contests in this
country and in nearly all the big
events when championships changed
hands or were successfully defended
in the eastern states, he was “the
third man in the ring.” The last big
contest in this vicinity where White
was the arbiter was the Willard-Mo-
ran contest at Madison Square Gar-
den, March 25,1916, He was at the
ringside when Johnson defeated Jef-
fries at Reno, Nev, in 1910 as alter-
nate referee. In case anything should
have prevented Tex Rickard, the fro-
moter of the ficht, from completing
his duties as the arbitratar of that
bout. .
