Menace to Travel Has Been Source
of Trouble For Years Past.

Bolton Notch railroad crossing, a
menace to all kinds of travel and a
constant source of worry has had its
day. To all intents and purposes it
is a thing of the past and will In years
to come be recalled by certain auto-mobili-

as the apot where they all
hut met their Waterloo and final
count. Within a few days the state
highway commission Will have be-

stowed the last fond touches and the
elimination of this risky location will
be complete.

Passage over this crossing wnicn is
cn the main route east, has always
been regarded by passengers and com-
mercial car drivers as &. bit haiard-ou- s.

They looked forward to the time
when there would be no crossing. That
time has come. State Highway Com-
missioner Bennett has desired tV.s eli-

mination of the Bolton Notch cross-
ing ever since he assumed charge of
this department. The railroad com-
pany wanted it out of tho way. This
recalls a bit of sentiment, so to speak.

Commissioner Bennett refers to the
Boston Notch Joeation as the "miss-
ing link" because, this- was the last
piece of unimproved roadway between
Hartford and the Rhode Island line.
He feels sentimental about it, too. In
108 the . highway commissioner was
in --the - engineering department of the
New York, New Haven & Hartford
Railroad Co., Which wanted to get rid
of tho crossing at-th- e earliest possible
moment.' Mr. Bennett laid out, plans
for this big piece .of work and the
completion of it nearly ten years later
was practically under . the original
linos calling for the erection of a
bridge and a new piece nearly
straight road. Now that the work is
finished the missing link has been re-

stored to the chain.
All those who have driven through

Bolton Notch section know that it is
very rocky in formation. To" build

feet of new road necessitated con
siderable blasting and drilling Nat
urally there was the big advantage
of a solid rock foundation, in fact a
portion of the: new ' road adjacent to
the railroad crossing .was cut through
rock.

Approaching from either direction
the passenger or commercial vehicle
used now has an easy grade. From the
direction of Hartford the slope through
the rock cut" is gradual . and is to the
richt of the railroad tracks and the
old rdad. One may. now leisurely view
the scenery wiifctr is well worth while
in contradistinction to the former at"
tttude of eternal vigilance for safety's
sa.ke. Incidentally, the. yiers enhanced
by the new road.

An interesting feature of the work
Is a concrete bridge crossing the notch
(diagonally) high above the- railroad
tracks. The spun is 94 feet long and
allows for a straight course to the
top of the grade. At the top the road
has two forks, one leading to Coven-
try. . the other to Willimantic. one
practically joining the other in Wind-
ham county. This new skew concrete
bridge is of enduring construction and
should last long after the piesent gen-
eration is forgotten; The highway
department is partial to concrete, be-
cause of its long life, in which re-
spect they pay homage to. the old Ro
mans.

The original Bolton Notch road was
rendered dangerous . not only by the
crossing in the valley, but a!o by two
wooden bridges, built in the days when
automobiles- - were hardly thought of.
At . any rate automobiles were not
considered when the - bridges were
piaced, as many motorists in this vi-

cinity assumed when- thsy turned cor-
ners too sharply-- , and -- to their cost.
TheB quaint structures are discarded
in the plan of elimination, though, Of
course,' they will probably remain fpf
the benefit of those whose houses and
property would be affected. No more
shall this location be a bugbear to
those who motor for the week-en- d to
the Rhode Island and Connecticut re-
sorts, because trax-elin- g over the new
road will .' be - - a keen delight. The
Xoteh and .immediAte surroundings
may be viewed in perfect safety.

Automobile4 drivers will recall the
road: to the summit of the Notch
through the woods. In place of this
there is a new road 1,000, feet long,
fenced on both sides t Beyond the hew
concrete bridge this ' road . curves
somewhat and parallels the railroad
tracks in. she. cot. The turnst such as
they are, are very: wide,- with walls of
rock on either side. At this point one
may view tho trains laboring over the
summit.
: Cutting through :this' portion neces-
sitated considerable drilling and blast-
ing. During the . earth's formative
period the . lava, must have wearied
on his journey, tarried and decided to
remain at Bolton, thus providing this
community with scenic -- grandeur quite
its own. Some idea of the tremendous
pressure during the formative ; period
is had from inspection of the curved
strata through which the summit Slope
wends its .way. , ., . -

To do away with ' the old road and
build the new a.- - 16-fo- ot fill was. necee-s- a

ry. Incidentally the h Uthway de --

partment had to move a, dwelling and
three barns. Comparison - with that
fine piece of engineering on the pari
of the railroad in the early 50' is in-
teresting. ' The company vut through
solid rock seeking .a level road bed
and grade reduction, utilising hand
drills and' black powder whereas the
highway contractor used compressed
air and dynamite. . Some day the rail-
road will tunnel under Bolton Notch
and lay double tracks, but that is an-
other story.. The summit slope just
completed reduces the grade to 8 3-- 4
per cent, so ' that all 'cars may easily
make.it oh high. gear. -

The total cost . of the Bolton Notch
construction' was $48,000 and 'of this
amount - the railroad company con-
tributed tK,6oo or approximately 34
l-- S per cent. The. commissioner earnes-

tly-desired It .out of the way and
the fact that plans 'had been drawn up
a decade ago was' helpful in arriving
at a solution.' Showing its good faithby contributing-- , a. third of the cost
the road was freed of. its millstone andeveryone- - was satisfied. ( Obviously
this made it possible to
finish the work this season. .

From the beginning to the end of
the work about 400 men were employ,
ed on the road. '. Division Engineer R.
W. Stevens of the highway depart- -

Use pientyrof- - good
stout string in securing the parcels,
also have your parcels insured,' ask-
ing for a return, receipt, as the cost
ti small and as most parcels at thisseason are sent as gifts, the sender
will be gratified to know that same
are received, as the addressee may be
unusually busy and fail to acknowl-
edge the receipt of parcels. Patrons
should : bear in mind that all letters,except those for - local delivery are
three cents for each ounce or fractio-
n,-and that all postal, post or sou-
venir cards are two cents without re-
gard to destination.During the week beginning Decem-
ber 17th a temporary station will be
opened in the Thayer . building on
Franklin square, for receipt of domes-
tic parcel post matter where the same
will be stamped, and Insured, and
will be collected in time to- - be dis-
patched, the same as if mailed at the
main office. No foreign, C. O. D. or
