In the tenth week there was a total
yield of 1294 eggs o1*600 less than for
the preeeding week and 230 less than
for the four vear average for this pe-
‘riod. . )

In general. lighter bresde are, of
course, more susceptible to sudden
temperature changes than the others
and vet the unexpected csometimes
happens even with hens. A pen of
Leghorns entered by, A. P, Rtohin=on,
Calverton, N. Y. did better work In
tenth week than any other pen in the
contest and got first place with a yiald
of 41 eggs. Richard Allen's Rhode Ia-
land Reds from Pittsfield, Mass, wers
gecond oft the honor roll with i yleld
of 87 eggs. A pen of White Wyandot-
tes eptered by W. F. Iarriy, Melrosa,
N, Y2 were & cloge third with 51 eggs
to their credit. Thomas J. Adamson's
Barred Rocks from Laurel. Quebec,
weré |n fourth place with a production
ol 34 eggs.

During the past few months, the
bigh price of ponltry feeds has re-
sulted in the depletion of a great manv
commercial flocks. In consequence of
thig heavy selling movement, the prica
of poultry and its products have been
relatively low, but it is not expecled
that this will always Ve the case.

‘hen  the shorlage comes, & greart
many people can of course resort to a
small flock of their own. The laying
contest has for vears demonstrated the
pessibilities along this line. Tt is very
rare indeed that any ten hens im‘the
contest lay less than a thousand eges
fn a vear. The average ls much hizh-
¢ and there are always a few pens
that jay two thousand eggs: even one
thousand egze & vear is quite an ad-
gition to the food supply of the ave-
rage family.

The three best pens In each of the
principal varisties are as follows:
