ground. Likewise elong the southern
course of the Piave river they have
‘added materially to their bridgehesd
each of Capo Sile, pushing back tke
enemy from several trenches, which
weres held by the Italiana in spite of
furions counter-attacks.

In the hill region the Austro-Ger-
mans offered strong resistance, but
the Italians, who were ably supported
by their artillery, would not be de-
inied, and In addition to ex-
itremely heavy casualties captured
reight officers and 283 men.

On the other fronts the fighting, ex-
cept for the artillery, continues below
normal, aithough the Canndians again
have ralded German trenches north
of Lens, blowing up their dugouts and
taking prisoners and a machine gun.

Another attack from the sea has
been made by a German war craft on
an English east coast town. Yarmouth
was bombarded Monday night, three
persons being killed and ten injured.
Some twenty sheils fell in the town.

PRINT PAPER CONTROL
DEFEATED IN SENATE

Attacks Were Made on the Resolution
by Members of Both Parties.

Washington, Jan. I5—After the de-
feat in the senate of the resolution
placing the print paper tndustry under
federal control, Senator Smith of Ari-
zona, who was in charge of the reso-
lution, announced that he would con-
tinue his efforts to bave the message
adopted. He sald he would sesk to
have the house adopt and send to the
senate arai.mﬂu resolution in slightly
changed form.

During the final day of debate' at-
tacks werec made on the resolution
both by democratic and republican
senators, Senator Xnox termed it in-
comprehensible and “vicious in Its
" No institution has shown
more loyvalty to the government than
the press, he sald, adding "that as the
newspapers seem to understand the
viciousness of thia bill, the more they
bare Inclined to opposs it.”

Benators Harding and ‘Hitcheock,
both newspapar owners, also opposed
the measure, the former declaring that
it would only hinder the importation
of pulp from Canada and embarriss
the publishers.

Senators King and Fernmald argued
thiit it was not a war measure but a
bifl to turn private enterprises over
to the povernment, while Senator
Reed classified it as a “disgrace" to the
senate and Senator Smoot asserted it
would prove the greatest censorship
ever imposed.

On the final vote 27 democrats and
five republicans supported the reso-
lution and twelve democrats and 24
republicans opposed it.

DRAFT REGISTRATION OF MEN
.AS FAST AS THEY BECOME 21

Age Limit |s Not to Be Placed Above
31 Years.

Washington, Jan, 15—The govern-
ment has decided on draff registration
of all young men as fast as they be-
come (wenty-one years old as the
means of keeping filled the ranks of
the war army. It has decided against
the raising the draft age mmit above
thirty-one years

An administration bill was intro-
duced today, at the réqoest of the war
department, by Chairman Chamber-
laln of the senate military committee,
to register for draft all men who have
reached 21 sinece June 65, 1917, when
the draft jaw became effective. The
administration’s support seems to as-
sire its prompt passage. The bill
agrees with the recent recommenda-
tions of Provost Marshal General
Erowder.

Other administration bills introduced
today by Chalrman Chamberlain, at
the request of the war department,
will supplement the draft law to make
it workable under conditions that have
developed. One would permit furlough-
Ing of national army troops for har-
vest work or other civilian duty: an-
other would eliminate enemy alien
population from basis of calculations
for draft quotas, by making the basis
for each stats, the number of men
avallable in class one,

Tomorrow the quarry district
of Portland will be thoroughiy gone
over by organized bodles of men in
the atiempt to find a trace of the
missing girl.

GERMAN AIRMEN INTERESTED
IN AMERICAN CENTERS.

They Have Repeatedly Attempted to
Bomb Their Buildings.

With the American Army In France,
Jan. 15—(By The Associated Press.)—,
Epemy air raiderg are showing an in-
creased interest in the American avia-
tion centers, especially thoss nearest
the lines. During one of the most
recent incurelons the German airplanes
descended within 200 feet of the
ground, endeavoring to make gure that
the several bombs which they dropped
should hit their targets, which in most
cases were buildings In which men
were billeted. Luckily, the German
alm,’ even at such close range, was
poor, for no Americans were killed.

Another German machine which flew
over the pesition later dropped a bomb
from a higher altitude at a hanzar,
The bomb missed its mark, but dug a
great hole In the adjoining fleld.

PNEUMONIA CAUSED i40

11. The weekly report of the division
of field sanitation. made public tonight,
shows that 88 guardsmen died during
the week, as compared with 158 the
week before (nd 17 awtional srmy
men, as against 167 the previous week.

Both the hospite: admiissinn  and
non-effective rates in the guard ped
national army camps increased during
the week, with pneumonia Zenezsalf
prevalent, Among the guardsmen tkere
werTe 342 new cases of pneumonia and
in the national hrmy 340. The menin-
gitls situation continued to improve
both in the gusrd and national army,
while measles continued te dacline in
most of the camps. Tpldemics of Ger-
man measles and mumps prevailed in
many camps, with scariet fever lo-
creasing in thes national army and
decreasing in the mational guard.

Wires Down, Trains Withdrawn.

Temperatures were rising in most

LIEUT.WALTER SPOERMANN
