The people have ail
kinds pf woodworking machinery.

The work was very hard at first,
hut is nueh more encouraging now,
The hoys and girls are eager to leorn.
Many of thm are takjng manual
training arid some are in this ceuptry
at Hampton institute. ' Conditions art
very much better. They have many
of the cpmfprtB of life, raise nearly
all the fruit and vegetables that we
have here, and fhany tbat we do not.
