Enough gruss ehould be
present to allow three days’ fesding:
before more growth is needed.’. This
gives the first grazed parts a chance
to replenish the supply enough to
supply sufficient food, Supplementing

SEN INSECT CONTROL,

Careful Preparation of Ssil Has Direct
Bearing Now.

CAR

IL I= especially desirable at this time
that those wiching to obtain the maxi-
mum amount of vegaiables from their
war gardens guve atiention fo the
careful preparation of the soil. ‘This
has direct bearing on the contrsl of
such Insect pests as cut-worme, whits
grubs, and wire-worms, =

Tha fact that garden crops are dam-
a.ge’? each year, particulariy potatoes,
turnips, cabbages, etr, by these pests
which are in the soil. They are par-
ticulary prevalent in sod land. which
hux not previously been used for gar-
den purposes,

When roung plants are cit off close
to the ground, you can be almost sure
that cut-worms are present, and they
=hould be given immediite attention.
In the' small garden, whers thers are
only a few plants, they can be pro-
tected by wWrapping the stems of the
plantis in paper. Another way to elim-
Inate this pest i3 to trap them by
placing small boards on the ground.
under which the cut-worms ‘will erawl
and hide during the day. The boards
can then be lifted, and the worms
killed. In larger gardens poisoned
bran mash may be scattered on the
ground, This poieoned bran mash
may he prepared by mirxing 10*1bs of
wheat bran with 8§ oz, or 32 level tea-
spoons of Paris green or white ar-
senic, mixing them dry. Then squesze
the juice from two lemons, and cut the
pulp and rind into small plecés. Mix
one quart of cheap molasses withe7
quarts of water, and add to the bran
and poison. If thers is danger of
pouliry or birds feeding on the polson
bran mash, It ean be coversd with a
emall board.

In case of white' grubs, mueh ean
be done to eliminate this pest by deep|

. White grubs
feed on grass and w roots, and will
land than in ground which has been
cultivated for several years, If you
dre planting your garden on land that
has been in sod, it Is essantial that
you plow deep, and, if possible, allow
sither hogs or poultry fo have access
to the freshly cultivated ground. They
will seek out the white grubs and eat
many of ‘them. If a plant is killed,
you usually (find the grub by digging
up -the soil’ beneath the dead plant.

'The grub itself is a dirty white color,

and one inch to one and one-quarter
inch- in lemgth, with a brown head.
This insect may be termed a gwneral
feeder, attacking as it does a greal
number of planis.

Wire-worms, like white sTubs, are
common pests In the garden, and they
also feed on a great variety of plant
life. Wire-worms dare also more dii-
cult te control, and where pregalent,
orop  rotution ghould be practised.
all plowing helps In combating this
est as well as early planting, particu-
larly of corn. Heavy fertilizing, which
encourazes rapld growth, helps some-
what. The larva of this inseat is hard,
 shiny, slender, and light brown In coler,
and is about three-quarters of an inch
long.

To summarize:

Plant on old ground if possible, By
this s meant Iand which has been free
from sod and weeds for a number of
years, If it is not possihle to sescure
such land, be sure that when sod and
weeds exist you plow deeply.

In addition to this, keep a constant
watcih for these Insect pests at the
start of the growing season: and
where they are fousd it is time well
spent, especially on the smaller gar-
den plots, to seck them out ang kill
them, either by using a poison bran
mash or by catching them In traps.

DON'T KILL LAYING HENS.

Flocks Should Be Culled Sparingly At
Thia Time,

Killing the hen which laid the
golden eggs s just as unfortunate
now as it was in the old fable. The

modern eggs’ are not gold, but with
the pressmt war prices they are just
as good as money. And the farmers
and poultrymen are still killing them
with disastrous results just as in the
eid fable.

When the food administration put
a ban on killing henz and pullets last
February, il saved the lives of millions
of fowis and added many milliops of
ages to Uncle Sam's table. Now that
the restriction is removad, there Is
grave danger of a disastrous reaction.
Fowls whick might have been killed
during the last two monts may be
siaughiered all at once and result in
4 glut in the markel and the wasting
of valgable food.

Prices for pouliry soared to un-
heard of heighte during the tlme the
restrictions were on and the tempta-
tHon Is great for the poultry man oOr
'farmer to dispose of his surplus stock
while the topnotch .price holds. It
would be a great misfortune if every
poultry man -should make a whole-
sale culling of his flock under the
influence of the high prices. A glut
in the poultry market would resuit
In & beiow normal price and it is pos-

sibla that some pooitry would be
spoiled.
Under these conditions the farm-

ers and pouliry men are advised 10
g0 slowly and eull thelr flocks spar-
ingly at present. The hens are =till
laying at maximum capacity and will
be for another month. It will be poor
policy to kill any hens that are lav-
inzanywhere near full capacity as the
coat of *kKeeping Has decreased con-
siderably now that he hens are out-
of their
iiving. for themstlves. Tarmers and
poultry men should lock over their
flocke and .cull out a few each week
and not put them aill on the market
at once.

TREATING SEED POTATOES.

All sesd polatoes should be treated
bifore planting to prevent (isease,
not only ‘in the crop this vear buf to
avoid getting disease into the soil. Nea
matter how good-looking the seed
potatoes zre they shottld be treated,
as the cost of treatment = very small
compared with the -saving which |t
will maice,

The weli-known formalin treatment
15" the simplest but it i= not so e=-
fective as the c¢orrosive sublimate
treatment which Is now recommended,
The old methed will contral scab but
is not effective in preventing rhizoe-
tonla. If scab is the only disease tn
be feared the formaolin treatment witl
It should be prepared in
the proportion of one pint to 30 gal-
lons of water and the seed ghould be
soaked 235 hours, The =ame solu-
tion ean be used repeated. The cor-
rosive sublimate solntion should be
used in the proportion of four ounces
to 30 gallons of water. Soak the
tubers 122 hours. This solution weak-
ens, after four or five I9ts have been
treated.

FERTILIZE YGCUR LAWNS THIS
WEEK.

Top dresging of vour lawns with
fertilizer should be done this week as
the grass has taken a good start. LTee
a good top dressine or fertilizer
analyzing at least § per cent. or more
ammonia aund 10 per cent. phosphoric
acid at the raie of 1% poundg to the
spuare rod. Do nol apply this fertiii-
zer when the grass is wet as it will
stick to the leaves and cause burning
and browninz of them.
