Everything in sizht iz destroyed by
artillery fire, trees all shot to pieces
villages, everything in rulns. Graves
here =nd thersa and some of them are
fhell holes at present. You muy think
the Fourth of July night is noisy, but
here for days il Is the same, day aft-
er day hombarding every once in a
while, machine guns tapping away end
bullet: singing over head, France will
never be worth anything for years to
come. Denall ave Iving around the
ground, it Is just like as if thers was
an, enrthquake, all vou ses ig holes
trenches dug up, one masg of destrue-
tion. Barded wire all around equip-
ment of all kinds lying arcund, am-
munition, German and French s=uns,
bayonats, everything in a4 mess. In
holes #as still remains: if a farmer
wantd to plow the fAelds whers bot-
tles ‘have been fought they might
strike a grenade or shell that had not
exploded and if he did then he s ant
to e killed. We were warned be-
fore we went up to the front not fa
toich any of the German grenades
is thoy may he fixed so as to explode
and K&l one or more of us. For in-
stance I heard & atory of a British of-
ficer who ploked up a German gren-
ade and wanted to bring it back for
4 souvenir. He put it in his pocket
and jumped on his horse and rode
away, The shock of riding set the
grenade off and Killed him on the spot,
So you can see how they ara set

Whers we wers the Germans once
oceupied thoso positions and there was
nll kKinds of German ammunition In
the dogouts, which they left on their
retreat. Dut we kept our hands off for
wo heard enoitgh of the Boclies tricks,
They mny be foxy but they didn't fool
the Americans. Thay have been on
the front sometime and haven't trisd
any of them wyet.
