Forcing The Jordan River.
{Correspondence of The Assoclated

Press):
It was at Mahadethadijlah, where
the haptism of Christ is sald to have

taken place, that the British forced a
passaxe of the River Jordan after a
brisk engazement with the Turks and
a smali body of Germans on the night
of March 21,

The crossing was attempled at three
=poia. The average breadth of the
Jordan lIs thirty yards and even in the
driest season the water fords are
never less than three and a hall to
four feet deep. Both bhanks are lined
with a thick jungle called by Lhe
Arabs “Ezzor' and is the haunt of
wild boar. 1t is traverseg by very few
tracks lesading to the fords. -

At two of the fords even men on
horseback were unable to breast the
strong current, while rafts and pon-
toons were swept away. The Turks,
alive to the fact thet the crossing was
being attempted, set fire to some dry
scrub on their side of the bank which
it up the waters almost with bright-
ness of daylight revealing with cruel
distinctness our men ventoring from
cover in the thickets at Mahadsthad-
jlah. There the river has a straighger
run and the current is consequently
less swift. Seven volunteers suc-
ceeded In swimming to the other bank
with a rope by means of which a pon-
toon was pulled over, servinz as a
ferry for a sufficient forece,

The British established a - stronz
bridgehead before dawn. The Turks
were not Very numerous but were
plentifully supplied with machine-guns
whila the ground lent {isel! to defence.
Beyond the belt of serub through which
it was necessary to cul one's way was
& bare open space about five hundred
¥yards wide and then a series of ledges
where the Turks, were enscons in
trenches with a perfect field for fire
in front of them. While daylight
lasted it was impossible to cross this
lane. After dusk the British rushed
the Turkish positlons. A stesl pon-
toon bridge was eqnstructed which was
crossed most gallintly pnder shell fire
by cavalry which promptly made an
end to the Turkish resistance, gal-
Ioping down the machine-gunners and
capturing three Maxims and seventy
prisoners;

Wheeling to the left the troops se-
eured the opposite bank of theGhoran-
dyed ford and soon the infantrv was
pouring across following close on the
heels of the Turks who made another
stand at Shuhetnimrin-across the old
caravan road leading to Bs Sait.

There the troops were among the
foothills of the mountains of Gilead
which rise a thoysand feet from the
Jordan plain. It was a short etrugzle
and the position was rushed, 35 prison-
ers, all German, falling into —British
‘hands, a8 well as four guns of which
the teams were shot down by lLawis
zuns. Then the troops raced foward
