The Moldavia is the third transport
carrying American troops to be tor-
pedoed and the #Hfteenth  troopshin
sunk by the Germans, Of the vessels
carrying Americans, the Antilies was
the first to meet with destruction by
a U-boat. She was sunk on October
17 tast when returning to this coun-
try from Europe and seventy lives
were lost. The second was the Tus-
cania, which was sent to the boltom
off the north poast of Ireland on Feb,
5. with a loss of life totalling 101,

The only othef gerfous attack made
on American transporis occurred last
June, when vessels carrying some of
the first expeditionary, units, under a
convoy commanded by Rear Admiral

Arraigned before Magistrate Koch-
endorfar this morning, Brooks soid
that the soldiers were tormenting and
teaging him, saying that they didm't
like “niggers,” and that when their
persecution became unbearable he
drew the razor and Glickman was ac-
cidentally cut in the serimmage that
followed. -

lies through the collapse of Russia.

The premicr was most optimistic aa
regards the sobmarine campaign of
Germany. He snid while the menace
of the underwater boat had not been
entirely removed, the allisd nations
now were building ships faster than
they could be sunk and that the unre-
stricted submarine warfare might be
disregarded as a vital danger by the
entente nations.

The prospects of using the entire
force of tha allies ware very bright,
sald Mr. Lloyd George, in discussing
the united command of the entente
armies In France, He gounded a note
of warning during his addrers as to
Germany's peace proposils, saying the
Prussinn antocracy did not intend to
brinz the war to an end, “until s
basket is as full as It can hokl”
