Facts About the Grove, Its Location
and Attractions—One Hundred and
Fifty Private Cottages, Nineteen So-
ciety Houses—Summer People Ar-
riving.

Mail to Foreign Countries.

Because of numerous attempts to
send through the mails fo forelgn
countries coin and currency, the Popt
Office Department is again calling at-
tention to Order 731:

“Iin conformity with the proclama-
tlon, and the regulations thereundsr,
isgued by the President on September
7, 117, comcenning the export or ship-
ment of coin, bullon, and currency,
it is herehy orderad that United States
coin or currency, gold coins, whether
of United States or foreizn mintage,
and gold bullion, are prohlhited trans-

misslon through the regular or parcei-
post mails to countries outside of the
United States and its possessions.”

This prohibition does not apply to
foreign currency and foreign  silver
coins,colns, which remain subject to
other provislons.

Order Limits Hpldings of
Wheat and Sugar.

A Canadian order In council provides
that no person, with the exception of
manufacturers of four, bekers, con-
fectioners, wholesale or retall dealsrs,
or persons living at a greater dls-
tance than 2 miles from a llcenzed
dealer, shall hold or have In hig pos-
session or under his control more
flour, made wholly or in part from
wheat, than is sufficient for his or-
dinary requirements for a period not
exceeding 15 days. i

Anyone living at p distance greater
than 2 miles and less than 5 milés from
o Heensed dealer may hold or contrel
flour made wholly or in part from | g
wheat up to an amount sufficient for
his ordinary requirements for a period
not exceeding 80 days. Anyong living
more than 5 and less’ than 10 milés
from n licensed degler may bave suffi-
cient for hiz ordinpary reguirements
up to §0 days, while p person living
more than 10 miles from such a degler
may have sufficient for his ordinary
requirements for a peripd up to 120
days.

Any wholesale or any rptall dealer
licensed by the Canada food bpard
may not hold flour made wholly or in
art from wheat In excass of g
juantity sufficlent for his ordinary||
trade requirements for & period ex-
ceeding 60 days.

The regulation regarding sugar
pirallels this save in the last clause.
Manufacturers, wholesalers, or re-|
tailers may not hayve more sogar than!
s required for a pgriod exceeding 45
dgys.
