WAR SEAVINGS STAMFS
AS GOLFING FEES

Three Ways for Patriotic Golfers te
Help win the War,

The movement to use Thrift Stampe
as prizes and caddy and entry [ees. in
goli seems to have spread through-
gut the country. Those at the head
o1 the movement suggest thres ways
in which the purchase and distribu-
tion of stamps among golfers can be
promoted, as foliows:

1. All clubs and indlyviduals offer-
ing prizes for competition between
professionsls should make the prizes
payable in War Stamps, either to the
1uil amount or to the amount of 50
per cent. of the prizes, the balance
being payable in cash. In »cases
wiere the competing professionals
have substantial traveling expenses
which are not otherwise provided for
it may be advisable to make hulf of
ecach prize payable in cash.

2. All golf clubs at which the cad-
dies are paid through the club should
make it their rule to pay the caddies
on Thrift or War Savings Stamps (o
the extent of say 50 per cent of their
earnings. This will be to the benefit
of the caddies as well as the goveri-
ment.

3, Al golfers who play individual
malches tor bells or money should
play such matches for War Savings or
Thrift Stamps, and the winners, upon
receiving thelr stamps, should make
it their rule to set them aside until
maturity and shotld not use them in
paying later losses. All golf wlub

treasurers should become agents for

the sale of stamps and shouid at all
times keep on hand at their respect-
ive club houses adequate supplies of

stamps for use In paying ecaddies and
by théir individual members in paying
