WIDOWS AND ORPHANS OF
SOLDIERS TO BE PENSIONED.

Sum of $250 Per Annum to Be Given
to Widows of Soldiers Married Be-

fore July 18.

The president has signed the bill so
long known as the "Key" bill and it
become a law and will be known here-
after as the act of July 16, 1318.

This law provides a pension of $12 a
month from date of filing claim for
widows of officers and men enlisted
who served in the United States army,
navy or marine corps for a period of
90 days or more during the war withSpain and received an honorable dis-
charge, provided the widow married
the soldier, sailor or marine prior to
July IS, 1918, and has a net income
not in excess of $250 per annum frommoney loaned or property rented or
property of a potential value which if
rented or sold and purchase money
loaned would produce more than $250per annum. Money earned by per-
sonal work of any character is not
counted as' income under decision of
the interior department.

This law provides $2 a month addi-
tional to the widow on account of each
child under 16 years of age until itreaches 16. In event there be nowidow, the law provides pension forminor children until then .,..--ica.v.u cuetage of 16 years. If there be one minor
child, it will receive $12, the widow'srate pins $2 per month, the minor'srate. If there be more than one chilthe widow's rate of $12 is evenly di-
vided between them and $2 per monthis allowed on account of each of themAs each minor child reaches the age of16 years, all pension in its behalf ter-
minates.
