We were off early the next morn-

la-Motte, leaving supples everywhere
—the director going ahead in his
touring car.

The roads are worn almost past
the polnt of travel, and there is now
no time to mend them. The con-
gestion |s beyond words and cannot
be imagined by any one who has not
seeén  thesy military roads. ‘Thence
we are toid to zo to a place called
Montigny,
rond, which was a most unfortunate
mistake, as it took us right into gun-
fire; the conirol thinking' that we
weare an ambulance did not stop us.

I can assyre you I turned that car
with alacrity and dispatch., I quick-
ly started up another road, only to
see those nasty biack ehells coming
after us azain. So we turped once
more and made a wids cirenit. Fi-
nally we got to the dugouts for
which we were looking, These are
full of soldiers and such a nice
“Fover," wunderground lighted by
candles, We recelved a warm wel-
come, a8 we always do; but the col-
onel advised me, if we would not
stay to dinner, which must entail re-
turming in the dark, to leave at onece,
as the shelling usually began about
that time. Therefore, feeling that
we had had about as much shelling
as wo could stand for one day. we
started back,

But 1 imagine that onr truck must
have been spotted for the last, shell
sounded as though it had landed on
our tailboard. Mrs, Work was great.
She never said a word, but looked
too funny in her resclute expression,
and 1 could not help laughing.

We thought we would pass the
night at Plerrzfonds, and the Major
de Cantonnement gave us the key of
the hotel.
