London, Aug. 18—The following of-
ficlal communication dealing with av-
ftion was {ssued this evening:

“Work in the air was actlively car-
ried on in all Its branches August 1I.
“Fnemy airplunes were active and
there was much air fghting, thirty
hostile machines were brought. dewn
and seven driven down out of con-
trol. One German balloon wasz shot
down in flames.

“Forty-five tons of bambs were drop-
ped by us during the 24 bhours, the
PBoroinne and Cambria stations being
heavily assailed.

Twelhve of our airplanes are missing.

BRITISH RECOGNIZE THE
CZECHO-SLOVAKS ALLIES

Lomdon, Aug. 13—The British gov-
ernment has fssued a declaration
formally recogmizing the Czecho-
as an allled nation and the
three Czecho-Slovak armies as an al-
lled force regularly waging warfare
against the Central Fowers.
Washington., Aug. 13.—Recognition
by Great Britain of the Czecho-Slo-
vaki ag an  allled nation uarrayed
aguinst the Central Powers follows
simllar action by Italy and France.
This question is still under consid-
eration by the American government,
but there has been no indication as to

that only recently
Lansing in a formal state-
ment expressed the deep . sympathy
with which this government views the
national sspirations of the Crecho-Slo-
vaks and other oppressed peoples of
the Awstro-Hongarian empire.

The Czecho-Slovaks are regurded as
one of the most powerful of the disaf-
fected peoples in Austria-Hoogary.

LENINE AND TROTZKY
HAVE FLED TO KRONSTADT

Washington. Aung. 1% — Feports
throiigh Berlin that allied diplomats
have demanded an explanation of a
threat by Leniiy the Balsheviki prem-
fer, of a deciaration of war against tha
allies, are assumed here to refer to the
action of American and alled consuls
in ealling in a body on August 1 on

The consuls, after being told by Lan-
ine that a state of war existed be-
tween Ruesiz and the allies: demanded
an explanation from Tehitcherin,
They were told that the stutement was
not necessarily to bhe interpreted as a
‘war declaration: that It rather was a
declaration of A state of defense; that
the sitnation sxisting at one time he-
tween Russia and Gerinany.

American Cynsul Poole informed the
wtate department of the Incident in
mesuage dated Ang, 2 and reeeived
here six devs later. Hé his not been
heard from since.

The next ward that was received
from Moscow was a press repor! trans-
mittea to the state department stating
thet the British and French consular
officials had been placed under arrest
by the Bolshevikl, The consuls later
wers' reported released.

Since these events transpired Lenine
and Trotzky have flad to Kronstadi
according fo  reports from several
sources. The =state department s
awniting further word from Mr. Poole,;
with keen Interest.

ACCEPTANCE BY GERMANY
OF AMERICAN PROPOSAL

Washirgton. Aug. 12.—Formal ao-
ceptance by Garmany of the American
proposal for a conference on t(reatment
and exchange of prisoners at Berne.
Switzerland: “the middle of Septem-
ber” w'as tranamitied to the state de-
partment today through the Spanish
foreign office, The German govern-
ment already had aceepted the pro-
posal in principle and though no time
had been fixed, the Tnited S:ates ap-
pointed delegates by Minister Garrstt
at The Hague to attend the conference,

FRENCH STEAMERS SUNK
WITH GREA LOSS OF LIVES

Parie, Aug. 15—Four hundred and
forty-two men ure missing 28 & re-
sult of the torpedoing of the French
steamer Djemngh in  the Medbar-
ranean the night of July 14-15, while
bounid from Bizera 1o Alexandria with
troops on board, aecording to an of-
ficlal announcement tonight. Four
dayve later the French steamer Aus-
tralian wae also tovpedoed in  the
Mediterranean. Still another steamer
was lorpedoed, but remuained afloat.
The text of the communication fol-
lows: —

"The steamer Diemnah, bhelonging
to the Messageries Maritimes, pro-
cepding from Bizerta to Alexandria
with military passengers, wuas tor-
pedoed and sunk the night of July
14-15. Four hundred and forty-two
men are missing.

“On July 19 in the Mediterranean
steamer Australian, belonging to the
same company, was torpedoed and
sunk. Seventeen =allors were killed.
Passengers to the number of 948 were
saved. Thres ar® missing.

“In the same convoy another steam-
er which was torpedoed was  kept
afloat. Numerous bombs were thrown
at the submerged submarine

That Torpedo is Cantrolled by Radio on Submarine is Rid-
~ culed by Naval Experts—It Can be Regulated by Gyro-

Washington, Aug. 13— German sub-
marine raids in American waters wers

‘understood to have been discussed

today at an unusually prelonged ses-
sion of the cablnet, but if uny new
plans for combatting this menace t3
helpless fishing craft, lightships and
other vessels were formulated by
President Wilson and his advisers, the
fact was not disciosed.

The only report of the aectivities of
the raiders reaching the navy depart-
ment during the day told of the des-
truction of the Norwegian steamer
Sommerstad yesterday morning, 25
-miles southeast off Pire Island, New
York.

SECOND SOMME BATTLE
IS BEING WON BY AL_LIES.

With the British Army In France,
Aug 13, 3.30 p. m. (Ey The Associated
Prease) —{jround galned hy
drmiee in the second battle of the
Somme is being held by them svery-
where today, withough ihey have heen
pausing for more than twenty-four
hours. The harassed and disorganized
forces of the enemy have liinched
several counter-attacks, It Is true, but
none of them have carried the Ger-
mant anywhere

As a mmatter of fact, the small but
nevertheless important local gain made
by the allies just nerth of the Somme
riwver, to say nuthing of other success-
ful minor operations for improving
pogitions more than trobly outweizh
the oxtremely slight gains made by
the Germans at a heavy cosl &t two
points in the line.

Strong enemy reinforcements are be-
tween Roye and Foquecourt, but so
far they have done nothing, if really
they are there for an offensive pir-
pose. In the nporthern battle area,
especially in the Bray region, new
enemy defensive barbed wire has heen
found while earthworks are being
constructed at several places blhind
the Germian ling. Probably the ensmy
has removed much of his material and
has sent in nearly all the reinforce-
ments he cares to rirk at the present
time,

Morlancourt i{s being heavily shelled,
while the enemy, with aerial bombs,
has apparently attempted to biew up
the ammunition dugnps he left in his
hurry to get away. British and
French guns have been busr today
pounding Gierman rear areas and the
erossinge over the Somme. :

Enemy shells that are coming in
are being fired at an extreme range,
probubly from weil on the other side
of the Somme. This is especially true
of shells aimed at the districts south
of the Amlens-Nesle road.

Betweén the Ancre and the Somme
the operations of the British, which
resulted in a =mall material advance
and the captore of enemy positions,
provoked only a scatiered shelling
from field guns. "

Briiish airplenes continued o drop
tons of shells on the enemy, especial-
Iy in the region of - Peronne. Enemy
transporis are also suffering from the
British bombers, one of whom secured
a direct hit on a transport train on
the Mam-Nesle road. It is now es-
tablished that a giant Gotha, with five
engines, which was brought down a
few nights ago near Talmas. carried
a ecrew of nine, all of whom were
killed

COLLAPSE OF HUN PLAN
TO WEDGE ALLIED ARMIES,

With the French Army in France,
Aug. 13 (By The Associsted Press)—
After the battle of the Avre the sits
uation of the belligerents prezents a
change which for rapidity and extent
has rarely been approached in mili-
tary history, Marshal Foch's strategy
and the masterly tactics of the gen-
erals commanding the armies and
groups of armies under him have in
thres weeks wrested from the Ger-
mans what required four months for
them to obtain at a cost varioosly es-
timated at from 700,000 to 1,000,000
men.

The immediate results of the
counter-offensives which will have the
greatest bearing on subséquent operas=
tlons are the clearing of the Chateau
Thierry pockst, ending the ménace tp
Epernay and Paris; the liberation of
Montdidier, ending the menace to
Amiens; the freeing of the Important
sastern rallroad lines from Paris to
Chalons, and the equally important
northern line from Paris to Amiens,
restoring to the allies means of ‘com-,
munication which give them anor=
mously greater ease in future move-
ments of troops. 1 "

The most disastrous consequence to.
the Germans, aside from the beavy
iosses thev sustained In men and ma-
terial, is the collapse of their plan to
drive wedges into the allled }nﬂ and
the subsequent widening and jeir
which would have threatened
dislocation. ¥
