Bome may think that because thare
are several varietiezs near each other
their seede will be mixed This may
he trie wlth some, but suppose they
do; the mixing i= not necessarily a
detriment, it may indeed be an im-
provement on the old order. Many
plants, however, do not cross readily
so will not trouble in this way. This
should make no difference with the
home garden In these times of war
emergency.
