STATE BUILDING AND BUSINESS.
The real estate market continues to

be active in nearly all parts of the
state. Sales of real estate last week
by warranty deed in the cities of the
state reported in these columns num-
bered 430 as compared with 487 a year
ago, while the mortgage loans for the
same period amounted to $1,001,763,
comparing with $1,542,955 last year.

No bankruptcy petitions were filed
during the week in this state. A year
ago six petitions, with total assets of
$99,803 and liabilities of $4,743, were
filed.

The ten new companies formed last
week have a total authorized capital
stock of $385,000. This record com
pares favorably with last year, when
the seven new companies had a total
capitalization of $237,000.
