expected to register throueb: countv
uoramutees or the medical section of
the state council of national de
fence. The organization as Dlanned
proviaes lor the classification of phy
sicians, men and women? accorrlinr? tn
their dependency and qualifications for
special work, so that, in case of need
the authorities at Washington will be
quickly able . to issue calls for such
doctors as may be needed

Registration is entirelv voluntary
but those who refuse to register will
be reported to Washington, with their
reasons. Doctors who are in active
service or are enrolled in the medical
officers reserve corps are not expected
to register.

By the registration there will be a
mobilization of the medical resources,
and it is believed that the war and
civil needs of the country can better
be cared for through such an organiza-
tion working in complete harmony
with the war, navy and public health
services of the government.

A silver button will be the insignia
of membership in the corps and may
be worn by authorised menibers.

Lindley Murray, known as the Cali-

fornia meteor, playing from Niagara
Falls, and T. W. Tilden, Jr., of

won their way into the semi-lin- al

round of the thirty-seven- th an-

nual tennis singles championship on
the courts of the West Side eluo hero
today. Murray defeated Kathaniel W.
Niles, of Boston, three out of four
sets, at 5. 4, 6, 5. Tilden re-

sumed the match with Walter Merrill
Hall of New York, which was inter-
rupted yesterday with the. score two
sets to one and an odd game in the
New Yorker's favor. The towering
Philadelphian, however, quickly swept
away Hall's lead and won the fourth
and fifth sets; the complete. score be-

ing 6, 1, 7. 5, 1. The only
other matches of the day brought
about the defeat of Beals C. Wright
in the last play of the fifth round. The
veteran internationalist went down in
a Ave set match before the Japanese
star, Ichiya Kumagae, 3, .3-- 6,

61, 2.

The Murray-Nile- s contest was by
far the most thrilling of the day's
play and held the largest gallery of
the week enthralled throughout the
two hours necessary to develop the
victor. Perfect weather conditions
prevailed when the eastern and west-
ern coast racquet experts took the
court, the temperature being high but
the atmosphere dry and with an ab-

sence of wind which has bothered the
piayers on preceding days.

Murray started with dashing attacks
upon the net but was repeatedly pass-
ed both at the net and as he sprinted
to the barrier. It was only after
summoning his last ounce of speed and'
power that he was able to take a
deuce set from the Bostonian. He
won easier in the second but Niles
reached the height of his game in the
third, his returns in many cases be-

ing unplayable. Murray contributed
many errors in his efforts to make re-

turns, the third set going to tho for
mer Harvard star at 2.

The fourth and deciding set was the
most brilliant of the match. Niles haP
his strokes timed to perfection and by
taking desperate chances repeaiediy
made returns which brought forth
rounds of applause from tho specta-
tors. Murray, however, put terrific
speed into his service and leaped to
the net at the slightest opening, with
the result that he eventually beat out
Niles' best play and won strictly on
his merits.

Tilden's powerful drives interspersed
with puzzling cut chops and strokes
completely baffled Hall, who appar-
ently was unable to regain tho form or
control of the ball with which he sur-
prised tennis followers in the early
position of the match on Thursday.

Kumagae s victory over ueals C.
Wright was due as much to his en
durance as ability and craftine-s- with
the racquet. The Bostonian won the
deciding game of the first set and ran
through the second at 3, his skill in
Placing the ball with a puzzling twist
on the boundary marks of the court
clearly rattling the Jap. As the
ran into the third and fourth sets.
Wright found it difficult to cope witli
Kumagae's change of pace and was
no match for the Japanese in chasing
about the court in !ong drawn-ou- t
rallies. As he slowed up Kumagae
increased both the power cf his
strokes and the deceptiveness of his
play until the outcome of the match
could be clearly foreseen by the spec
tators.

MARKET WAS DULL.
New York, Aug. 30. Anticipating

the approaching holiday and having in
mind yesterdays unexpected reprooi
regarding excessive speculation from
