There is an old saying that if a man
has a fad you will find evidence of It
in ‘his home and thrice fortunate is he
whose hobby i3 in line with his pro-
fessjon. No better evidepce of this
fact can be found that what Thomas
W. Murphy has gathered around him
at Poughkeepsie, N. Y. One night last
winter when the wind was making the
snow and ice rasp against the glass en-
closed porch. I made a round of the
gallery of champlons whlel decorates
the walls of the living room and as 1
moved from one painting to another.
Murphy’s remarkable career in the
sulky passed before me like pictures on
a screen.
