A
few days ugo ciame the tale of Ad
Wolgnst nnd now there ls the report
that Battling Nelson, the famous light-
weight champion of a few years ago,
Is sick, and in need of money. Which
it It is true Is the most surprising
reverse in any of the ring stopr’s ca-
reer, for the wonderful little Dane
has always been thought to e weal-
thy and a holder of great realtv pro-
rerties in his home town in Michigun.

Nelson, reads the report, s down
with Spanish Influenza In a Chlcago
haspital and is quoted ns saving: “I
am not asking charity, nll T want Is
money to bear me through. and ask
nothing more than the return of some
of the $250,000 I loaned to my f(riends
in the days when I had plenty.”

Nelson hog alwaye been rated as
one of the ring meéen who saved, and
prospered, and becanse of realty hold-
ings has been terwgerd the “Mayor of
Hedgewisch,”

Nelson began his career in 1390 at
the nge of 14 and fought for more
than 1T years. earning the reputation
a3 one of the most natural fighting
michines in ring history. He won the
lizhtweizht title in 1905 and held It
untll Februnry 22, 1810, when Referee
Eddie Smith give Ad Wolgast the
credit of a knovkout decision over
him after 40 rounds of furious fight-
g, Nelson fought all the great rinz
men of his time, and his earnings were
reported to be more than $500,000, The
largest purse Nelson fought for was
$34,000, with Joe Guny at Goldfield,
November, 10606,

At this juncture it is unlikaly that
any responsible British minister will
make any detailed declaration on the
siluation arising from Germany's reply
to the Amerigan president. The next
siep seems to be for the president to
consult with the allies for a4 general
consideration of the German answer.

On the face of It, the German noie,
acearding to an authoritative source,
seoms Lo be nn acceptance not only of
the points of the president’s declara-
tion In January, but also of his subse-
duent statements. It may thus be said
to look as If the Germans meant ac-
ceptance, bul of course, it was pointed
out, the real difficulty is that Germany
hitherto has shown &n utter disregurd
of obligations to speak ths truth eor
keep her word. The phrasing of the
note, it is held, does not y=t make it
definitely clear if the president’s terms
arn aocepted outright or are only re-
gaorded as a basis for discussion.

The reply was recelved in Londen too
late last night to become generally
known outside the theatre and restiu-
rant sections, where at first glance it
wis accepied ns meaning peace.  After
ita publication in the morming news-
papers, however, expressions of suspi-
clon were heard on all sides. Many
searched the noie for some evidence
thut §t might be a ruse to save the
German armies from utter destruction,
but most of the people are awaiting
an authoritative lead before forming a
definite opinlon.

“Tneonditional surrender” is rapldly
gaining popularity with the average
citizen as a response to the German
document, and many would not be
sntisfled with anything less. This fesl-
ing is accentuated by the German at-
tempt to destroy Cambrai and the
razing of villages by the enemy in his
great retreat, as well as by the sink-
Ing of the Leinster—all ithese being
acts from which no military sdvantage
could be gained.

The reply did not surprise soldiers
on furlough from the fromt. Officers
and privates allke are firm In the
epinion that the German has received
a knockout blow, and knows it and is
willing to save anything possible from
the wreck. The churches were crowd-
ad this morning In the expectation that
some reference to the situation would
be made in the sermons,

While ¢ounting at least a hominal
acoeptance of President Wilson's terms
ns o great step towards the abjeet sur-
render of Germany, the point enters
into the diseussions here that the
terms of Great Britain and its domin-
fonk, #= wail ns of France, also count.
t i&# commented that there s no doubt
Germany Tound herself faced wilh the
loss of the bulk of her army, cauzht
in' the pincers of the advancing allied
armies, without any assurance of their
esonpe, and thus the view is taken in
fome quarters that the terms of evac-
uation must Include the surrender of
those armles undonditionally.
Ametich, It iz recoenized has saved
tha cause of the allies, the Sunday Ob-
gerver says, but it points out that
without Great Britain not even Amer-
feg could have saved it any niore than
It eould have been eaved without
