John Sault, long a resident on the
West Side, attempted suicide by cut-
ting his throat, Monday morning. The
two wounds he inflicted were not of a
dangerous nature. Coroner Arthur G.
Bill received a telephone call to hur-
ry to Mr. Sault's home, where it was
reported iMr. Sault was. dying. An in-

vestigation of the circumstances sur-
rounding the case seemed to indi-
cate that Mr. Sault'3 attempt
to end his own life 'was' due
to despondency, from which he has
been suffering fr.-- some time. He form-
erly was employed by the Crystal Wa-
ter company as a laborer.

Brooklyn authorities said Monday
afternoon that they would investigate
Mr. Sault's mental condition, with a
view to determining whether he should
be sent to the Norwich State Hospi-
tal for treatment.

Hjalmar "Hill, a Finn, was before
Judge W. Fenner Woodward in the
town court Monday morning to answer
to a charge of assault with intent to
kill Victor Peusa, a Polish young man,
who is in the Day Kimball hospital,
with a bullet wound in his leg, and
carrying weapons. Feusa's condition is
not serious. Hill pleaded not guilty to
both charges and in default of bail
was committed to jail until the. time
set for a hearing, November 4.

The shooting followed an argument
in a saloon in Dayville. A half dozen
Polisfn men who were, in the place at
the time of the shooting were held as
witnesses. In Court Judge Woodward
heard their stories and continued their
cases during good behavior, only one
of them being fined.
