For
the requirements of the Hritish naval
and military forees wore than 86,000,-
000 tons of stores were transshipped,
while more than 24600000 ilons were
taken overseas for Great Britain’s al-
lies, Transporiation also was provid-
ed for 2,000,000 animals.

The organization of convoys, dus to
German submarine warfare, has been
an importint part of the work of the
British navy since March, 1917, from
which time there have been 75,829 sail-
inge, with losses numbering only a few
hundred vessels,
