“This has been discussed with a
member of the war council and very
varefully considered from all poinis of
view and it Is believed that 1 wonld
be impracticable to underiake the epi-
Isetion and distribution of these par-
vels, In the first pluce, there is no
wiiy of estimating the number of such
parcels thut would be maguired, It
has heen suggested that the parcels
contributed by the Red Crogs mem-
hers for general distribution. might be
sent only to those soldiers who would
turn: baek their mailing labeis to the
led Cross, bui this again would leave
a number of men without the Christ-
nds package becauss many of them
would not care to uss their Jdbel in
tais way when, in the first place, they
had no family or friend to whom to
end i1, We have also the feeling that
o Christmus packet containing litte of
intrinsic vidue wounld lose much of i
siznificance If rdceived from the Red

Lo outweigh any benefit to the men
through this speclal dlstribution.

“I should like t6 add one further
thought, and ‘that is' our Jesjre in all
that we do to make no dizsiribution of
things that is not general to all alike
and this sugzestion runs counger to
this policy In a wiy we belleve wouid
be somewhat serious.”

Christmas Packagesc For Sailors.

The following instructions regaraing
the manner of packing and shipping
Christmas packagzes for m=n in the na-
viil service both In home waters and
abroad, have b2en prepared by the
bureau of supplies and d4ccounls of the
mavy depariment:

1. Pachages forwarded Ly parcels
post must comply withi the postal regz-
ulations. and should be inclosed in
sabstantlal boxes with hinzed or serew
Lop cover to fucllliute opening and In-
Epecting,

2. All boxes shipped bv express are
Hmited to 20 pounds in weight, shoutd
measure not more than 2 cubic feet in
volume, be of wood well strapped, and
have a hinged or screw Loy to ractll-
tate opening and Inspectins.

3. No perishable food products oth-
er than those inclosad in cans or glass
jers shonld be packed in parceis post
ol express shipments.

4, mail matter shonld Ye ad-
dressed as now prescribed by the pos-
1al regulations.  All express olickages
siiould be forwarded in care of Supniy
Oflcer, Mleet Supply  Fase, Twenty-
ninth street and Third avenue, Sonth
Brooklyn, X. ¥
o, Al packiages niust be wainly
marked withh the name and address of
the sender together with & nolition
imdicaling the nature of the contents,
such as “Christmas box." or “Ohrist-
mas present.’

i, The supply officer at New York
will cuuse edch cxprass packuge to be
opéned and caretully examines ro ses
that nothing of an explosive or other
Giangerous character is forwarded.

7. The shipment of Christmus pack-
ages for vessele abroad should be
made so as {o reach New York us ear.
I ay possible and not later than Nov-
embert 15th,

Christmas Packages For Marines.

The wiir department resulations for
Christmus parcels {or s=oldiers over-
sens will be observed in the case of
every murine whose address |s Amer-
wan Expeditionary ¥Force. This Indi-
cates that the murine is serving over-
s#as In an srmy capacity and lempr-
arily deitached from the navy.

For all other nurines, whether |n
tradning or serving activelr In  this
country, at naval posts and stations,
it home and abroad, or on ship oty
navy regulations will govern.

RAY GORDON RECOVERS
AFTER GASSING AT
Raymond Gordon, formerly of this
clty, but more recently of Hartford,
= all right after an experience witn
gas on the battle front, lie writes to
Jereminh T, Hiordan of this ¢ty in
n letter that was zrooeived IPridwy
night.

In part he writes as follows of his
experiences: To start with took part
in an offenslve a douple of months
ago In which the Germians lhit 1ha
wrail towards the Fatherland for @
distanee of three or four miles, chat
Is, it was three or four miles up to
the time they carried me out. 1 was
in the hospital for four! or five weels
die to a gassing the boche handed
out to myself and the rest of the
men on t(he same machine gun. They
certainly did a neat little job om wur
position. sent over in high explogives,
muking 4 direet hit om the gun,
wounding three of the crew and gax-
sing ‘us all. There was some mustard
gas and we were all burned some
putwardly besides getling enough gas
in our systems Lo milke us qulie ek
for &« while. Guess all the boys pulled
through., As for myself, am feeling
tip top again. Was transferred from
the hospital Lo the replacement camp.
That Is where 1T am now, doing office
work. Had some trouble with my
eft foot, strained a tendon or some-
thing and, am taking the rest cure.

He writes that he thinks he will try
to transfer {rom the [nfantry into the
artillery or ecavalry as the ‘“dough-
boy stuff” means long full pack hikes
and his old “canal boats" were never
fuite equal to the task. ¥

He has had only threes letters In
four months and is anxious to know
how things are at home He =enda
regards to all the bovs uand wania
them to know that his address Is atn
compaEny, 4th corps, replacement bal-
talion, A. P 0.
