EXPLOSION AT MORGAN, N. J.

Perth Amboy, N. J., Nov 14. Con-

viction that the. explosion inst month
at the T. A. Gillespie Shell Loading
Plttnt. at Morgan, which cost nearly-on-

hundred lives, was the-- work of
an enemy agent was voicid at the
investigation of the ..tragedy here to-

day by Hugh A. Leonard, superinten-
dent of the unit in which the explosion
occurred.

Leonard admitted he had no reason
to suspect any particular employe of
the plant, but declared that he had
made a careful inspection cf the unit
shortly before the disaster, and was
convinced that the explosion could not
have been accidental.

E. A. Tates, vice president and gen-
eral manager of the Gillespie Com-
pany, testified that on the clay of the
explosion there were between 25,000,-0O- 0

and 30,000.000 pounds of T. N. T.
nitrate of ammonia, loaded shells and
smokeless powder at the - plant, Only
350,000 pounds of the T N T went up
in the explosion, he added.

MAY DIRECT POLICY OF
INDUSTRIAL CONSERVATION

Washington, Nov. 14. Permanent
direction of standardization of manu-
facture and conversion of materials
under a definite government agency
was suggested today by Chairman Ba- -
ruch. of the war industries board, as a
means of profioting from war experi-
ences. The permanent government
agency, Mr. Baruch said, would func
tion similarly to the conservation, di
vision of the wvr industries board. He
indicated that the department ot com
merce or the federal trade commission
would carry out the proposal most
effectively.
- Property conceived, Mr. Barucn said,
a policy of industrial conservation and
standardization in time of peace would
save money, materials and money and
production. Standardization of types,
he said, would less cost of production
and consequently result in lower prices
to the public.

of euch a death; who has instilled into
this whole people such a fair vision
of right and honor and justice, such a
willingness to do and bear, as only this
age has ever seen. These are the
things that most should bring the glow
to our thoughts. But thanks for yes-
terday and for today are empty: that
hold no promise for tomorrow. I would
that a high tide of triumphant re-
joicing should roll out over all the land
on that day, November the 28th, which
now, by old custom, I designate as a
day of Thanksgiving.. -

contracts.

Considerable reduction, however, can
be effected rapidly, officials said, ; as
many. contractors 'already have - pre-
pared, for after the war business and
need only a, short time. to get started,
en that-- work. In other cases, where
plants have' been completely -- transposed

for war orders and virtually will
have to be rebuilt, the task, will be
more complicated.
