DEVELOPMENT BATTALIONS
FIRST TO BE DOMOBILED

Washington, Nov. 15. Men of the
development battalions will be the
first units of the army demobilized,
Secretary Baker announced today.
There are about 50,000 men now in
these battalions and they will be mus-
tered out as soon as they can be given
the necessary physical examinations.

The development battalions are
composed of men who for physical or
other reasons were found unsuited for
active military service when they were
called up in the draft. The nature of
their disabilities was such, however,
that it was anticipated many of them
could be developed until they would
be available for full duty. All canton-
ments have such battalions.

Before any man is discharged from
the army a final physical examination
is "necessary to determine his condi-
tion at the. end of his service and it is
for this only that demobilization of the
development battalions will be delayed.

M'ADOO TO CONTINUE TO
UNIFY RAILROAD OPERATIONS

Washington, Nov. IS. Regardless of
the ending of hostilities, Director Gen-
eral McAdoo intends to continue te
unify railroad operations and pool fa-
cilities throughout the period of gov-
ernment control, which, under the law',
will end 21 months after peacs is for-
mally declared.' This policy, it was
stated today, nas oeen adopted defi-
nitely, and the railroad administration
will not limit its changes in the inter
est of economy to those contributing
directly to winning the war.

Mr. McAdoo, together with other ob
servers of the development of govern-
ment policies, is represented as believ
ing that on the showing made by the
railroads under unified control during
the next year or two depends settle-
ment of the issue of permanent gov-
ernment control and ownership, or t
restoration of private management.

Without attempting at this time to
take, a definite stand on this question,
the director general, it is said, plans
to make government operations show
the best results possible, m service to
shippers and travelers, rates and treat-
ment 'of employes. .

The director general ' hopes that- -

New York, Nov. 15. The govern- -
ment intends to return to this coun-
try speedily a large part of the Amer-
ican expeditionary forces, Edward N.
Hurley, chairman of the United States
Shipping Board, announced here to
night on the eve of his departure for
Europe to arrange the details of their
transportation.

To offset the loss of transport ton-
nage through the withdrawal of Brit-
ish ships hitherto engaged in carry-
ing American soldiers overseas. Mr.
Hurley hopes to utilize 25 or 300 Ger-
man and Austrian liners, with accom-
modations for 4,000 men each. In com-
pensation for the "loan" of these ves-
sels, he said, food would be sent to
the people of central Eurbpe on their
return voyages.

Mr. Hurley said the shipping board
would be able to bring troops back at
the. rate of 300,000 a month, "if the
war department wants them returned
as fast as that." He would meet Gen-
eral Pershing at American field head-
quarters, he added, to discuss the de-

tails of their homecoming.
While he will go abroad with Her-

bert Hoover, federal food administra
tor, to in arrangements for
the shipment and distribution of food-
stuffs to regions liberated under the
armistice terms, and in a degree later
to be determined, to' Germany and
Austria, Mr. Hurley said his mission
primarily had to do with "getting the
boys back home.

Convalescent wounded, including
many men who would have returned
to the battle front, had the war con
tinued, would be the first troops
brought out of France, said Mr. Hur
ley.

Introduced Resolution to Aid
Imprisoned I. W. W. At-

Laredo, Texas, Nov. 15. An attempt
by Mexican delegates to the an

Labor conference to have
adopted a resolution aiming at the re-
lease from prison of Industrial Work-
ers of the World, today .brought forth
an attack on that organisation by the
American labor leaders who defeated
the plan by amending the resolution.

The opposition to the Mexican res-
olution was led by Charles H. Moyer,
who as president of the Western Fed
eration of Miners several years ago,
had associated with him as secretary
of that organization, William. D. Hay-
wood, now secretary and treasurer of
the I. W. W., who is serving sen-
tence under the espionage act. Sam-
uel Gompers, after the resolution had
been introduced, drew out the fact
that it was intended to aid imprisoned
Industrial Workers of tho World and
at once the executive council of the
American Federation of Labor attack-
ed the movement, which was warmly
defended by the Mexican delegates.

Moyer, now president of the Mine,
Mill and Smelter Workers, previously
had taken no part in '.he conference
proceedings. He arose to answer a
statement by a Mexican delegate that
the I. W. W. had convinced many Mex-
ican workmen that the American Fed-
eration of Labor fought the Haywood

organization merely because the two
organizations were seeking the same
end oy different means. j

EXCESSIVE QUANTITIES OF
TNT WERE STORED AT MORGAN
Perth Amboy, N. J.. Nov. 15. Ex-

cessive quantities of trinitrotoluol and
other explosives as well as finished
shells were stored not only in maga-
zines but in freight cars about the
plant of the T. A. Gillespie shell load-
ing plant at Morgan last month, when
the ljant was wrecked by an explosion
which killed nearly 100 men. according
to evidence given here today before
the senate investigating
the disaster.

E. A. Yates, vice president and gen-
eral manager of the company, was the
witness who gave the evidence, but he
denied that the company was to blame,
asserting the condition was the result
of the government's inability to pro-
vide sufficient ships to transport the
finished products overseas as they
were completed.

Had the government been able to
move the munitions more quickly. Mr.
Yates said, much of the damage caused
by the explosion might have been
averted and fewer lives lost.

WHY PILOTS NAMES
ARE WITHHELD

London, England November 15.
It has often been asked why the

British do not publish the names of
pilots together with the number of
Huns they have destroyed in the air.
The answer is that fighting machines
only account for a portion of the
Flying Service.

To laud up one class of pilot at the
expense of others does not tend tc

, dose cooperation between all
branches of the Air Service, that is so

coinpiete success.
A. bombing pilot artillery pilot,

or night flying pilot, does just as
goci work as a fighting" pilot. Each

'has. however, a different duty to
perform.- The fighting pilot is train
ed to bring down Huns and that is
his particular duty. He is only car-
rying out duty when he does this.

In two-seat- er fighter machines the
honor of bringing down Huns is
ennnllv divided. Observers have n.

hard training and a hard time. To
advertise the name of a pilot as hav-
ing brought down machines in which,
perhaps, his observer has material-
ly assisted, is not quite fair.

Take again the position of the in-

fantryman artilleryman,, and caval-
ryman. They have harder jobs and a
harder time, yet they are not placard-
ed as heroes, but the danger they run
is greater in their branches of the
service than in the Flying Corps and
the quiet deeds of heroism which they
perform unobserved and unadvertised
are legion.

Germany, by means of glorifying a
few crack pilots, endeavored to pop-

ularize their air service and encourage
recruiting, but this however had a
reverse effect. For documents have
been repeatedly found in which in-

fantrymen and artillerymen have
bitterly complained of German

"air heroes," and in one let-
ter an officer stated that so far as he
could see. the German pilot, although
praised by everyone and themselves
in particular, did nothing else but sit
in theatres at Lille, bedecked . with
medals. This in itself shows the sort
of feeling that may be produced.

Again, take the case of Baron Von
Richthofen. This pilot was almost
deified and made a national hero, both
by the German Flying Corps and the
German populace. Eventually he met
with the same fate as the rest of
them, but the blow to the morale of
the German air service was particu-
larly great after the enormous ad
vertisement that had been given
him.

Esprit de corps is the one thing
that counts in a corps, and British
pilots consider sufficient honor has
been accorded them if they are per-
mitted to join the Air Force.

after Mr. McAdoo had personally ex
plained to the committee suggestions
as to future government financing
made in his letter last night to Chair-
man Siarimons.

some or ine secretarv s proposals,
however, especially those to abandon
excess profits taxation and increase in
dividual income taxes n 1920, met
with strong exposition, senators said.
Republican opposition to Mr. McAdoo's
recommendation for immediate specific
limitation of taxes to four billion dol-
lars in 1920 also develop;:.), but Sen-
ator Simmons said a majority of the
committee favors it.

Because of prospective renublican
control - of both houses of congress
next .March, republican opposition to
limiting taxation two years, hence was
not unexpected, and a strong, fight in
bothr houses on this feature of the
revenue bill is now consi.lered prob-
able. If it develops it will be the first
serious partisan difference in the
measure's consideration.

Regarding Mr. McAdoo's estimate
for reduction of taxation for 1920 to
four billion dollars, Chairman Sim
mons added: "The secrttai- -' believes
it to be of the highest importance that
business be advised in advance as to
what - taxes- it will have to pay. He
thinks that if that is not done, with a
special session of congress next year to
enact revenue, legislation, it would
take five or six months and be near
the end of the jvar before people
would know whaat they would have to
pay."-.- - i - -

Regarding the plan to abolish ex-
cess profits and to increase individual
income taxes by 1920. Senator .Sim-
mons said Secretary McAdoo based his
recommendation on the ontnion that it
is difficult to fix a satisfactory excess
profits tax. Such a tay, Secretary
McAdoo stated, is "iniiereiitly unde-
sirable, a burden upon business, in

a consumption tax and in the
nature of a 5 tax. '
