RULING ON RELEASE
IN COMPENSATION CASES
The superior ocourt at Waterbury,
Judge Webb presiding., has fust hand-
od down & declsion which i3 of inter-
st on the subject of a ptoper form
of release to be given by an employe
in compensation cases. In come in-
stances insurers and employers have
demanded a general release of all lia-
bility on account of the injury. As it
is oftan impossible to detérmine what
the results of an injury may be, and
as unexpected consequences Inay arise,
perhaps years hence, the usge of the
general relense has been condemned
by the commissioners In the wvarious
districta,
For instance, in the case of Burton
v, Rogers, decided in the Waterbury
district on May 16, the commissioner

Imeut or award.

This question has now for the first
time reached the superior coyrt, and
the action of the commissioner for the
Waterbury district, Mr. Williams, in
discountenancing a release of this
kind has been approved. Judge Webb

gays:
“The commission was entirely ﬁsht
in refusing to give any effect to the

‘po-called release signed by the claim-

ant on the 11th of January, 1918, ‘There
was great doubl whether the clalmant
fully understood the scope and effect

lof such agreement. In any event, the

commissioner re€arded it as incompe-
tent to relleve the employer of any
tbligations imposed by the workmen's
compensation act. The appeal is,
therefore, dismissed and the award of
the commissioner is affirmed.”

In a case about two years ago in
the New Haven district an insurer in-
risted upon a release of the kind men-
tioned. The employe refused to.sign
§t, and took out execution against the
employer. The result was that the
compensation had to be pald with a
considerable bill made up of sherill
and court costs.

The view of those administering the
compensation act has always been that
one  who had paid the money was
entitled to evidence of that fact, but
that nothing in the way of a release
of other obligations, or of admissions
which might affect the rights of the
yarties in the future, should be ox-
moted.
