The letter follows:

The victory in the field has been
won. Fighting, we hope, is ended.
Connetticut’s part in, the strugkle sas
béen a glorious one, Both In tha life

hind the line at home, To our local
war bureaus wd lender most gratsful
thanks, for without thejr unceasing
co-operation the proud record of Con-
necticut could never have bsen made.

But the war {s not ended and the
work which the war made necessary
is far from completion. The de-
mobilization of cur magnificent army,
the replacing of soldiers and sailors
fn suitable and useful positions In
eivil life, the care of the slck and
wounded and the readjustments which
will be netessary in our industrial
life, including the redistribution of
Iabor, present to us problems and
tasks searcely léss important and per-
agps more difficult and complcated
than those which were involved in
winning the war. Agaln, the effort 1o
fuse all of our people and all of our
resources into one united nstrument
of militant justice discloses not a few

@2 in our ecivil orFanization
which during the war have had to be
cared for by tempoarry expedients,
but which in the new order must be
dured and Lept strong by the carefully
planned and educative measures to be
made a part of our regular conduct of
affalrs,

Until the leglslature can carcfully
consider and adopt such legislation as
may Bbe necessary, all these matters
must have proper and competent at-
tention. There can be no let-up,

War contracts are being canceled
now. Soldiers are beginning to return
now. Labor ia belnz shifted now.
Food conservation must continue. The
fuel problemy will not wait, Child
welfare work must not be interrupted,
Agriculture and food preduction must
be re-established and extended. The
new world history calls for changes
in our educatlonal system. The zreat
program of Americanization must go
forvilrd. The war has shown great
lack™ in our care of the public health.
Mora Liberty logns must be foated,
and additionn! gifte to the Red ross
and other remedial aZencies will bhe

naedad. \
Finally. tn elaborate federdl pro-
gram designed to handle many of

thexe great problems in an ordorI\
way with the least possible disturb-
ance to our national and local life will
probably be soon announced. The
working out of this -program will re-
quira numerous local adjustments and
adaplations. Incidentally, hardphips
and injuries must bo looked after and
allev'ated If poassible.

The responsibility for all  these
things can no longer be left entirely
to govermment and state officlals.
They must bo jeaders, but the war has
taucht us that only by means of the
united, non.partisan, unselfish nrfun-:
of all citizens can the duties and obli-
gations of a self-governing democracy
be accomplished,

At this time in the state of Con-

necticut the setafe council system of
local war bureaus s the most ropre-
sentative and competent instrumental-
fty for work thus outlined. We ask
that the organization of every war
Lureau be kept Intact, and in a state
of high efficiency for the work to
comg, We hope soon to make a mors
definite announcement. and a confer-
ence to which representativas of ail
war bureau will be invited will sNortly
ba arransged,
