Oil Tankor in Heavy Storm,
Following Is a letter to his mother,

from Carl B. Lawson, radio electri-
cian, on board th' oil tanker Timida-dia- n,

who is a son of Station Agent
George E. Lawson and Mrs. Lawson
of Gales Ferry:

Sydney, Cape Breton, Island,
Sunday, Nov. IT, 1918.

Dear Mother:--Th- is port is like a
magnet for our ships., as we have
come up here again, what for nobody
seems to know, since the ships go
across now without a convoy, as the
submarines have ceased their hostili-
ties. We left New York harbor a
week ago this morning and reached
here yesterday morning. It should
have taken us but four diys to make
this trip, but ws struck into a storm
that delayed no two days. Last
Thursday and Friday we had the
worst storm seafaring men have seen
in twenty years, so they say, and 1

know it was the worst one I ever saw,
T went down to the lower quarters
where the meals are served about S

o'clock Thursday mornln and, be-

lieve me, the wind did howl some. The
mess boy only made one trip from
the galley that morning and had.
brousht in some, wheat cereal, and I
stood by the table, with about sit
Inches of water raeinar from one end
of the cabin to the other, .jindecirtd
whether T vas hungry enough to eat
that mush or not. .and ted Just' put
some on my n?ite and got it
and was re'ehin? to the other end of
the table for the.cao. of condensed
miik when a reerular tidal wave hit
us amidships. Ton aVd tons, of wa-
ter descended on that cabin, breaking
both the slass transoms over the ta-

ble before we hnen- - what. h"d
struck us all the brwltfast was wash-
ed onto the floor andsvfl stood knee
deep in water. One fellow bing in
his bunk alongside the tab'e was cut
on his face in three plfe.s with the
haw srlas3.

knocked one another's heads in
and run over the deck. Every few
minutes some niece of the ship's plu-
mage, the wooden parts, would be seen
fioatinsr by. Finally T decided we
wouldn't ?et anvthin;; to eat standinT
down in that wet place, so I crawled
out through the top and over the top
side to the transom over the galley
where the two negro cooks were, for
they couldn't get out at all durins
tb storm as water would not permit
anybody on deck. They handed me
up some scrambled egsrs, with bacon
strips on ton. The 'bacon pi; flew off
the minute I pull-- d it outside the gal-
ley, but I clapied one hand over the
eggs, keeping them where
they belonged unt'l I cou'd make them
fast in a bucket. 1 gave the sun's crew
half the esgs and snudq aud took the
rest forward to the Radin shack where
there was four other buys holdink
forth. They only give no esgs twce.
a wel ynd I was de.termmed thev
shouldn't heat us to it that morning
U.st because we were tiaving a storm.
The wind blew so it was almost im-
possible to breathe and the tons of
the waves were chopped off rlean and
flew through the air lust like snow
when the wind blows hard except that
it was much wetter and heavier. The
old shin did a submer.a-ins- ; act, once or
twice, but came up again both tmfs
after a hajd struggle. Her bridee
was torn awav, life boats, and rafts
crushed and broken, and we' had to
"urnn oil overboard for Ave hours to
lighten her. About three thousand
barrels went over the side. It will take
seme time to get repaired. We exnert
to get liberty todav and as it is tim
to have breakfast will close.
