what the war has cost the world and
what it has cost us. Most everyone
has in one way or another realized
that there is such a thing as war ex-

penditure but it is being made plain
from time to time that it is entirely
too early to tell what the whole cost
even to us is.

We have already put out stupen-
dous sums and it is going to be nec-
essary to spend much more but how
much no one Knows. For the most part a
stop has been put to the manufacture
of such war supplies a3 rifles, big
guns, machine guns, ammunition, gas,
airplanes and the like. From such
contracts as have been filled and are
to be completed it can bo told pretty
close what such things have cost. But
they are not all the things that the
government has sncnt money for In
the prosecution of the war.

We must complete demobilization,
there Is the guarantee which the gov
ernment nas maae to tne wneat grow
ers to take olltheycanraissat a fixfd
price up to a certain time on which
it is figured the government will lose
a billion and a quarter, there are
steamships which have been built at
war prices on which the suggestion is
made that a billion dollars be written
off that it may be possible to operate
the ships on a paying basis, there are
millions of dollars worth of other kinds
of material which have been amassed
for work across the water of different
kinds under the expectation that the
war would continue longer than it has
and the suggestion Is heir.g made now
that such material, including1 great
quantities of building supplies be
placed on the market for the highest
bidder to take in order to make it
possible for greater activity in con-
struction work. The argument is that
the government has this material, hts
no use for it and therefore should dis-
pose of it even at a sacrliee.

It is thus quite evident that we
know there has been a war but it is
going to be seme tinvj before it is
known what it has cost us.

THE SEATTLE TROUBLE.
j ne situation m Seattle is one

which cannot fail to cause regret
throughout the country. It snows up
the labor unrest .is nothing else could,
but it is to be iupi'd that the meas-
ures whioh have been tak-.:- i to over-
came it and the improved condit'op.s
which are reported from there will re-

sult in an early adjustment of the sit-
uation.

The trouble appears to navs been
started by the shipyard workers, em-
ployes who have been getting ihe be:;t
kind of pay, Including overtime for a
considerable period. Their activity
has been due to the war and yet they
apparently overlook the fact that
t hile they have been getting the best
kind of wisres, oil out of proportion
to that received by a largo part of
oiganized labor, there havs been oth-
ers v;ho have been worMng for their
roi:ptry sl.'O, and they have rot oiy
received the smallest kind of pay but
have been risking their lives for the
benefit not only of the country but
these very high r-'- d civilians who
are not satisfied with the high rates
thej' have been getting and who are
now unwilling to abide by the agree-
ment which they made.

Acec.rdinc; to the director general
cf the emergency fleet corpora (ion the
shipyard were duty bound to
continue under existing w iking ar-
rangements for a matter of about two
months from the time when they went
out on a strike. It is surprising
fherefore that they should be able to
swing such a large number of others
into a sympathetic; strike. The meth-
ods which have been adopted by the
mayor of Seattle for the overcoming
of the trouble, and theee hnve appar-
ently been made necessary in order
to deal with an I. W. W. element, give
promise of helping to straighten out
the tangle, which of course cannot
come too soon.

EDITORIAL NOTES.
It looks as if it was going to be a

struggle to get down the raised price
of yeast cakes.

It looks as if the government forces
were tying the cans more firmly than
ever to the Spartacans in Germany.

The attitude of those bolshevik
leaders out in Seattle appears to be
rule or ruin, and the place for them
is. right back where they came from.

The man on the corner says: Just
because one happens to be a strapping
fellow doesn't justify the assumption
that he is a harness maker or a school
teacher.

Thers is no question but what it
will be found that Connecticut troops
played a valiant and important part
in the great struggle when tho whole
story is told.

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PEACE TERMS FOR GERMANY.
In view of what has gone before, it

Js possible that the stand which is
i ttrihuted to Chancellor F.bert and
1'rofessor Delbrueck of Germany when
O.ry denounced the terms of the ar-
mistice and issued a warning to the
allies that Germany should not be
ftriven too hard in the making of the
j.eare terms, may cause no surprise.
It is possible that they think that the
peace conference can be frightened
into providing a bed of roses for Ger-
many, that in view of the warning it
will overlook all that Germany has
done and that it will hasten to coddle
that country In order to make

.it behave, but they ought to realize
(hat thry are following the wrong
t curse, and that such an attitude sim-
ply informs the tllies that now Is the
time to exact payment for the past
rnd to puard well for the future. It
is a defiant stand which doesn't indl- -
ate the proper sort of repentance

. which ought to be forthcoming from
that country anj its leaders.

Germany may denounce the terms
of the armistice all that it likes, but
if cannot fail to understand that no
ore Is to blame for it but Germany.
No other possible course was open at
the time they were arranged, as has
been subsequently shown by the fact
that the terms have had to be

Germiny has received thus
far only what it meri'ed by its con
duct snd in .fll probability a similar
view will be L ken relative to the I

peace terms. Germany well knows
how it wouid have acted had it been
victorious. It would not have been
inclined to have shown as much len-- i'

ney even as the allies have. That
has ben clearly rhov.'n by the way
in which it wacred war.

The terms of the peace conference
r.re o'ns to he drawn on the grounds
ff justice and if Germrny wants to
make hreit3 now it might as well
rrepare to have them undergo still
