dier's name, his army, corps, battalion,
regiment and company, his age and
the name of his home town.

Some of these cemeteries were far
back of the German line-- ; when the
first of thir dead was placed within
them, but the fortunes of war finally
brought them within the lines of the
victorious allies. It was during the
days that tho Huns were reckiesslv
flinging their men. bv countless
thousands, asrainst the allied nes that
the cemeteries received their Prst har
vest of German dead, but these were
added to as the pressure of the allies
became more and more CoSertive.

The Americans, particulv-'y- , were
interested in these cemeteries, in
which, occasionally, would be found
the last resting place of some allied
soldier. Uncle Sam's boys marveled
at the careful carving on many of the
wooden monuments and a'so, at one
cemetery, ncav a small city, at a high
brick wall, that had been built with
materials taken from destroyed hous-
es, built entirely around the ceme-
tery. Many thousands of Germans
were buried (here, victims nf their na-
tion's mad ambition to rule the world.
