dealers decided this week that with
March 1st the amber liquid will be
dispensed in 5 and 10 cent glasses.
For those that take red liquor for an
eye opener the common variety of bar
whiskey will be 20 or 25 cents a drink,
a raise of five cents on what has been
the prevalent prices for some time.

A scale of prices for cocktails and
other mixed drinks was also drawn up,
a general advance of five cents all
along the line, it is understood.

In Hartford the advance in the price
of drinks went into effect Thursday
morning. Under the schedule that
went into effect there one popular re
sort was selling drinks of bar whiskey
at 20 cents, stock brandy at 45 cents,
all cocktails in ordinary at 25 cents,
the old fashioned whickey cocktail and
the coffee cocktail at 35 cents, all these
charges representing an advance of 5

cents to the buyer. Beer was selling
at 10 cents for an eight ounce glass
and ale at 10 cents as before. Scotch
and Irish whiskeys were priced at 30
or 40 cents and up, according to grade.

SOLDIERS AND SAILORS
Leo Jacques Sees Roma

Leo Jacques, who was on cne of the
American submarine chafers in the
attack on Durazzo, has written the
following letter to his mother, Mrs.
Victoria. Plante, of Taitville, much of
it describing briefly a visit to Rome:

January 23.1819.
My Dear Mother: Weil, as you see,

we have changed ports again. We've
oeen here three days. It is a much nic
er place than Messina, in Sicily, where
we came from here. Went to Rome
yesterday as this is only two hours'
ride from here. Believe me ma, I'll nev-
er forget that ride as long as I live.
The Italian government paid all ex-
penses. We saw all the most inter-
esting places in motor tracks, visit
ing St. Pete-I- s in the forenoon and the
afternoon the Forum, Col'iseum, and
several other places of antiquity,
wnich are too numerous to mention,
and besides I could never explain
them on paper. St Peter's is the most
wonderful thing I've ever imagined
seeing in my life. Believe me, ma, Til
have some things to narrate to you,
when I get home. It will t'tfee me a
week to tell you all. We. are hearing
rumors, that we" will have a chance to
go to Paris, from Marseille. I hope
so. I will haws seen the best of Europe
then if I go on that trip Rome it-

self is a very nice place rind also very
modern. It reminds one very much of
New York, the women wearing such
stylish clothes, and are all very good
to look at, and the stores re very big.
There seems to be lots of business
going on. Te Y. M. C. A. has a big
place in Rome. Of course we wandered
there. They bad plenty of American
cigarettes, and chocolate, and some
real, live American women to wait on
ue. It made cne fee! at home, believe
me. to be among your own again. I'll
be home later than most of the boys
but I would not miss a'l we've seen,
and Ml we have got to see. for any-
thing. Aunt Eugenie wili envy me
when she hears I've visiled St. Peter's.
We expect to leave here for France.
Sunday. Til have a chance, to use my
French all I want. I hop? there. I've
mailed you all some car-I- from Rome
and Civftacclchia. I'm also buying
a set of every place we stop in to get
a collection for "Viola. I've about 100
already, so lell her to get herself an
album and be prepared fcr lots of
them. If I had lots of money I would
buy all a souvenir of each place, but
the people in these places overcharge
us for everything we get. They think
we are millionaires.

Tell Father Bellerose atoot my trip
to Rome. We also visited the Vati
can Museums. Talk a"out wonderful
paintings Vmd statutes. We visited the
chapel where they elect the popes. All
the paintings in it were done by An-ge- lo

There are many Yankee soldiers
also in Rome, stationed there for
guard duty. The K. of C. have a home
there also, but did not have time to
visit it. Got Nellie's letter yesterday
and a box of candy. I'll close now, I've
told you all I could about mv trip to
Rome. Will wait untii 1 ran sit in
my bis chair and tell yvu all about it.

HOW U. S. EMPLOYMENT
SERVICE WILL HELP HERE

How Norwich arid vicinity are like-
ly to be benefited, without local ex-

pense, through the maintenance by the
government, at 28 Shetucket street, of
the U. S. employment service office,
under Superintendent Gilbert S. Ray-
mond, is indicated by the plans and
methods for improving the service
throughout the country, which are be-
ing instituted by the department of
labor at Washington.

At the recent conference and school
of the delegates from the service in
the eastern part of the United States,
held at Washington, a plan for a reg-
ular normal course of training for the
field examiners of the L". S. employ-
ment servico, v."?s bsgun.

In addsr.ssing that conference, as-

sistant director general of the U. S.
employment service, Nathan A. Smyth
spoke as follows:

The training of our personnel Is the
most important thing we have before
us. We have ren'iTed effective ser-
vice to the nation in assuring a suf-
ficient working force to those indus-
tries engaged in vital war production.
We are launched upon a vital program
to replace in the industries of peace
the millions of men and women who
have served in the military and in-

dustrial armies oT our country. And
we are looking forward to the time
when, through a well established m'l
ffiiont nnrrl inn : fl nhnin (if lrihnr!

exchanges, we can do much to elimi-
nate unemploy-- , nt and the retarda-
tion of production.

"Born of the war and tested by it.
we have yet before us the real test of
success. From now on, we can serve
the wciers and the mel'stries only
it' we are efficient. Y,e have r.o re-

pressive powers of law; we can jus-
tify our existence and establish the
long ner!ed and universally desired
public employment service, only if we
make good. Our success depends pri-
marily upon the dailv work of the ex
aminers in the local offices. 3y the
quality of their work, by their com-
prehension of the difficult and delicate
task that is theirs, the service will be
judged.

"In order that we may all nrifdrmly
grasp the vision of our work, and "may
intelligently develop a standard prac-
tice in the field of regularized em
ployment, we are inaugurating a pro-
gramme pf training for al Ithe person-
nel of our service. The instruction
that is to be given at the normal con-
ferences and the content of knowl-
edge that will develop 'herefrom for
we shall learn much from the experi-
ence of the states will be carried
back to ail the examiners and others
in the service who represent it before
the public."

EMPLOYERS MUST REPORT
ALL $1,000 WAGES PAID

Deputy Collector William T. Connor
who is here to assist in filbr.g out in
come tax returns is having busy times
every day at his office at ;ht mayor's
office in the city hall.

The deputy called attention Thurs
day to the prgvision this year that
employers must make for all
their employes who are paid wages of
yl.000 or more, which means more
reports than were made under the
previous income tax. Not all employ-
ers seem to understand this.

The following are the instructions
on the form that must be made out:

One of these forms must be filled in
for each person whose income, as
described on his form, was paid dur-
ing the calendar year 1913. The name
and business address of the person or
organisation making the payments
should be entered under ho heading
"By whom fuid" and the name and
home address (if an individual) or
business address (if an' organization")
of the one to whom the income was
paid should be entered under the
heading "To whom paid."

These forms rnust be forwarded with
return Form 1096 to the Commissioner
of Internal Revenue, Sortm.? Division,
Washington, D. C , on or before March
15 1919.

Do not report on this form divi
dends on stocks, interest on bonds
of domestic or foreign corporations, or
interest on bonds and other obhga
tions of the United States or loreign
countries. For further instructions
see Form 1090.
