SECOND DECLARATION
OF INDEPENDENCE

Washington. March S. The Repub-
lican Publicity Association, through its
president. Hon. Jonathan Bourne. Jr..
today gave out the following state-
ment from its Washington head-
quarters:

The British Wi'sonian league of
nations is dead, killed by the cour-
ageous action of the republicans of
the senate in rising up at the critical
moment and signing their names to
a document that amounts to a prom-
ise not to vote for the league if it
is presented to that body for ratifi-
cation. The reference to the repub-
lican party as the 'party of protection'
takes on a new significance in the
light, of its demand that the United
States must be saved trom the fatal a
blight of the Wilson league. Here-
tofore the slogan of the republicans
has been protection to American in-

dustries from destructive foreign
Jtlll adhering to that prin-

ciple the party now assumes the new
role of protector of American liberty
itself. Under the leadership of Lin-
coln the republican party saved the
l'nion in the eventful days of '61, and
now it has again come to the rescue
of our imperilled institutions and
proclaimed to the worlcf that govern-
ment of the people, for the people, and
by the people shall remain the birth-
right of Americans.

' Like a second declaration of inde- -

nd'nee rings the phrases of the res
olutions to which "7 republicans of
the next senate signed their names in
the closing hours of the most momen-
tous congress in the history of the
country. In one sense it is a docu-
ment o( far greater import than the
declaration that gave freedom to the
American colonists. The population
of the country at that time was less
than :i.000.cm, possessed of a national
wealth utterly insignificant when com-
pared with cur present accummula-tions- .
