The financial condition of the Con-

necticut company which operates trol-
ley lines in the central and western
part of the state, is serious, says the
report made to the legislature at
Hartford, Tuesday, by the special
street railway investigating commis-
sion, but the. condition of the Shore
Line Electric Railway company, whose
lines cover the eastern part of the
state, is more serious.

Bankruptcy, curtailment of service,
abandonment of lines or sale of mater-
ial property as junk are conditions
which face the trolley properties of the
entire slate. This conclusion apnlies
to all but 1S.S miles of the 82S miles of
trolley lines in the state, and the com-
mission adds that if the present gen-
eral assembly does not ac,t, it will be
too late to apply a remedy in 1981.

In regard to the general condition of
the Shore Line and the New London
bridge approaches, the report says as
follows:

The situation of the Shore Line Co.
is more serious than that of the Con-
necticut company. It was owned and
developed by the late Mr. Plant. Prac-
tically the entire line runs at a loss
but through the public spirltedness, the
owner, Mr. Plant, he personally made
good the deficits which amounted from
$1.10,000 to 200,0&0 a vear. In 1917 the
net revenue before the payment of
taxes and rent of leased lines with in-

terest on the funded and unfunded
debt was $243,966. After the above
taxes rentals and interest were paid
there was a deficit of $209,633. In 1918
the net revenue was only $45,947 and
after paying taxes alone there was a
deficit of $22,319. The real deficit was
$429,309 with the owners receiving
nothing tor their investment.

Mr. Plant is now dead. The state
cannot be expected to operate the road
ard make up large deficits. The pres-
ident of the Shore 'Line asks for relief
from paying costs, taxes, bridge costs,
jitney regulations- and for affirmative
state or local financial aid.

In regard to the New London bridge
approaches the recommendations are
the following:

This commission recommends the
construction at the expense of the.
state, o.nd under the supervision and
approval the highway commissioner of
the street railway approaches to the
.ew London bridge including rails and
other overhead construction so that the
line will be ready for use and opera-
tion by the street railway company be-
tween, the tracks in Groton to the
tracks in New London: and that the
use of the, approaches and trades be
allowed the street railway companj' at
an annual charge of rental to be paid
the state of 10 per cent, upon the cost
Of construction to cover use and de-
preciation, street railway company to
car for the maintenance.

The findings are summarized as fol-
lows:

We find that many causes have con-
tributed to bringing about the present
crisis in the condition oC the street
railways of the state.. Among them,
those most vitally affecting the condi-
tions are:

i. War conditions. j

2. Abnormal increase ir. wages.
3. Abnormal increase in the cost of

material.
4. Abnormal Increase in cost of coal.
I. Taxation requirement of the

state.
6. Paving assessments required by

state laws.
7. Bridge assessments required by

state lav,-- .

?. Rapid development of unregu-
lated jitney competition.

5. Operation of g lines.
10. Depreciated purchasing power

of the former unit of street railway
fare, 'lie nickel

11. Great increase in use of private
automobiles.

12. Improved facilities required of
companies.

We believe that some of the above
named twelve causes will adjust them-
selves within the next two yars when
We return to peace conditions. Such
causes as Xo. 1, No. 3 and No. 4, we
believe that within two years there
may be 3 reduction in cost of materia:
and equitable means found for an in-

crease in per centage of costs of labor
to the gross revenue.

As to items No. G to No. 11 inclusive
we can see no hope for relief from the
pressure and hinderance of these
causes, except by means of definite and
adequate legislation by the present
general assembly.

In its recommendations the commis-
sion says: The commission, as a re- -

i suit of an investigation recognizes the
magnitude and seriousness Of the street
railway problem and it realizes thai in
the short time allotted to it for con-
ducting an investigation all it can
profitably and safely do is to report,
the conditions as they have been pre-
sented to it and then make such rec-
ommendations as in its judgment will
enable the street railways to tide over
this abnormal period and stilt keep
running and leave it for a commission
of three to be appointed by the gov-
ernor to take up the investigation and
report with the 1321 genera! assembly
the results of the relief measures
granted, and the conditions as they ex-i-

on Jan. t, 1921, together with in-

formation and r.commeridations as to
the future legislation needed at that
time to put the street railway opera-
tions in the state on a firmer and more
lasting basis.

The commission makes the following
recommendations:

L Taxes.
This commission recommends the

suspension of any call or demand on
street railway companies for the pay-
ment of taxes to the state at the pres-
ent time or when they become due up
to the rising of the general assembly
of 1921 and that a uniform rate of 5

per cent, per annt'm shall accrue upon
any unpaid taxes up to that time.

i. Relief from bridge assessments.
This commission recommends com-

plete relief to street railway compan-
ies until the rising of the general as-
sembly of 1911 from all charges and
the payment of all costs on bridge con-
struction as assessed under the pres-
ent state laws, except cost of main-
taining the tracks and other railway
equipment required by them for oper-
ation.

8. Relief from paying assessments.
This commission recommends the

complete relief to the trolley compan-
ies until the rising of the general as-
sembly of 1921, from all paving charges
as called for by the present laws of the
state, except the maintenance for eight
inches beyond the rails and except the
replacement in a proper manner of any
paving which they may remove or in-

jure.
4. Jitneys.

This commission recommends that the
jitney or jitney bus be de-

clared a common carrier and thereby
be placed under the same control and
supervision as the street railway com
panies so far as schedules, routes and

5. Permission to operate motor ve-
hicles.

This commission recommends thatpermission be granted the street railway companies to establish, maintainand operate a motor vehicle service
and that permission he granted to
abandon non-payi- portions of their
lines provided with other adequate
means of conveying the traveling pub-
lic andis furnished, all to be subject to the
regulation and approval of the public andutilities commission.

In conclusion the commission desires
to urge upon the public in the state the suitneed of a more hearty of
sympathy between them and the street
railway companies. It is recognized
that many positions taken by the street
railway companies in vears gone bv
have led up to a feeling lacking in
sympathy and We be-
lieve at present that in spite of many-cause-

for criticism and complaint it
is now the earnest effort and endeavor
of the officials of the. street railway
companies to give the best service pos-
sible to the public, and wo further be-
lieve that the operating officers, to-
gether with the public utilities com-
mission, would gladly endeavor to cor-
rect abuses and lacks in efficient ser-
vice if the public will by
bringing the just causes for complaint
to their attention. We are not justi-
fied in expecting perfection in railway
companies any more than in individ
uals, but by kindly much
can be done by the public to help the
operating officers in giving more satis-
factory service. tis.
