WHY BELGIUM MUST HAVE
COMPLETE REPARATION

Paris. April 9. (French Wireless
Service.) Belgium must have com-
plete reparation if the serious economic
situation there is to be improved and
Belgian industry is to regain its feet,
M. Vandervelde, Belgian minister of
justice and socialist leader, declared
today in an interview in the Temps.

The number of unemployed in Bel-
gium is about 700,000 and the number
of persons who have rb be assisted by
the government is 230,000. In Brus-
sels, where the normal number of
workmen is 120,000. only 26.000 are
employed.
