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FIRE SITUATION WORRYING THAMESVILLE

Manufacturers and householders in
the Thamesville section of the city are
anxious and extremely worried over

the fire situation there at present
owing to the closing of West Thames
sireet for repairs. The people in this
section of the c¢ity are of the opinion
that should a fire break out in this
part of the city there would be serious
loss as it would be considerable time
Liefore the department counld get there
ag the apparatus would heve to go out
West Main “street 0 Dunham street
and through this strest which is not
in the best of condition., The detour
by Summit street and Spring Garden
avenue ls Impassable for heavy ap-
paratus so this way is oul ol the ques-
tion.

Chisf Howard L. Stanton on Mon-
day when asked about the situation
sald that he consgidered it serious and
that if a lire should break out in
Greeneville which cailed out all the
apparatus and t‘vhua the men were at

tthiz bluze another should break out
in Thamesville it would Lhe impeossible
for the apparatus to gel to Thamesg-
ville in time to save a serious loss, In
speaking of the Dunham atreet detour
he*sgid that if the fire trucka should
meel another truck on tha street in
one place it would cause considerable
trouble as the street is loo narrow
te allow the passing of two larpe
trucks. He was of the opinion that in
order to overcame the diffleuity a
piece  of motor driven apparatus
ghould be statloned in the old engine
house in Thamesville with a crew.
The apparatus might be a makeshift
such as was used at the Maln street
station when the chemleal was out of
commission. This sitoation is one
that should have the. attention of the
fire commissianers immediately—not
walt for fire to break out to =es if clty
apparatus can get there in time to
save it, The peonle in Thamesville are
entitled to as much fire protection as
any other part of the city.
