ELIHU ROOT'S VIEWS ON
z OPERATION OF RAILROADS

St, Louls, Ao, May 15.—Compulsoery
federa] incorperition of railroads, gov-
ernment guaraniees of income and the
removal of the roads from the juris-
diction of the present state commis-
sions, as steps proposed prior to the
return of the raliroads to privaie own-
ership. were condemned Ly Elfhu Root
in a letter read toduy before the
Missonri Bankers' convention in ses-
sion here, Mr. Root's letter was read
by 8. Davies Warfield, president of the
National Association of Owners of
Railroad Securities, who had request-
¢d an opinion from Mr. Root as ad-
visory counsel to fhe association.

Washington, May 13.—Orders for
possibly three milllon gross tons of
shipping to be built for forcign ac-
count in American shipyards may be
placed as Lthe result of an order by
President Wilson permitting the
building of such ships provided {t
could bhe done without interfering
with the construction of the Americun
merchiant marine. The president's
actlon was announced In a statement
issued toduy at the White House.

Officiuls of the shippinz bosrd to-
day would not venture more than a
guess as to the tonnaze American
shipbuiiders might expect as the re-
sult of the order, which it was =nid
