Washington, Aug. 11. President
Wilson sent to the foreign relations
committee today a copy of the origi-
nal American draft Of a league of na-
tions covenant but declined to furnish
other papers relating to the peace
negotiations asked for in senate res-
olutions. .
- In reply to a committee request for
"all data" used in preparation of thetreaty, the president wrote that most
of the documents and memoranda
were left in Paris and that many were
of a confidential nature so that "on
grounds of public policy" it would be
unwise to make use of them 'outside
the conference." ' He sent only the
American covenant draft and a copy
of the covenant as agreed to before
his first . return from iSurone.

To another resolution asking for a
copy of the letter written by General
Bliss regarding the Shantung problem,
Air. .Wilson replied that he regarded
the letter as confidential since it con-
tained certain references to other gov-
ernments.: He said the communica-
tion, in which Secretary Lansing and
Henry White concurred, "took a very
strong against the proposed
settlement it the question but could
not "properly le described as a pro-
test against the final Shantung decis-
ion."

Another development in the treaty
controversy today was the statement
before the foreign relations commit-
tee by Secretary lansing that Vis-
count Ishi Japanese ambassador to
the United States, had "concealed"

the Lansing-lsh- ii agreement was be-
ing negotiated

The American league, of nations
plan, made public for, the firpt time,
revealed that the American delegates
had proposed a covenant conforming
in many particulars with that final-
ly adopted but differing from it with
others.

At variance with the covenant as
finally included in the treaty, however,
the president's covenant would have
omitted reference to the Monroe Doc-trin- e

and the right of withdrawal
would have empowered the council to
"inquire into the feasibility of abol
ishing compulsory military service.

relative to the freedom of the seas
The council and assembly would have
been differently constituted and m- -
stead of a unanimous vote being re

AGAINST WITHDRAWAL OF
ALLIED TROOPS FROM RUSSIA

Anchangel, Aug. 11. An appeal to
the allied nations not to withdraw
their troops from Russia is being is-

sued by the municipality of Archangel
and the boards of the governmental
and district zemstvos of the Archangel
province, it was announced here to-
day. The appeal constitutes an indict-me'- nt

of the Bolsheviki as "enemies of
the constituent assembly for which the
Russian democrats are fighting."

"The moral and material- blow
caused by the departure of allied
troops," the appeal says, "will make
the struggle with Bolshevism beyond
our strength," but declares that the
struggle will not be abandoned. The
allies, however, are asked to consider
the eufferines' that would follow the
withdrawal of the troops and the anti
Bolshevik authorities, "in pain and
desperation," appeal to feelings of
humanity- - and justice, inseparable
from free democracies to insure tnat
help be continued. ,

CLOSED BECAUSE OF STRIKES
Hartford. Conn.,' Aug. 11. The Un-

derwood Typewriter company tonight
announced the closing of its entireplant here,, with the exception of the
office department, because of strikes
which have occurred in the past three
weeks. This action followed a strike
of 400 additional employes today, mak'ing a total of 2.400 idle out of the reg-
ular- force of 4.100 workers.. Accord-
ing to the management, the railroad
freight tie-u- p was partly responsible
for the shutdown.

A.' P. Krone, president of the Hart
ford Central Labor union, said tonight
that the company's action was unex
pected. He said that the Underwoodcompany had made no provision for
those employes who did not Join the
strilie and declared that many of the
strikers have already secured employ-
ment elsewhere

Many of - those who struck today
were women who have been receiving
$16 and J20 a week for operating punchpresses. The cheif demands of the
strikers are for an eight hour day and
increases in wages. At the time the
first group struck three weeks ago theplant was running on a capacity pro-

Simple Obsequies

ForAndrew Carnegie

Aged Philanthropist ' Died of
Bronchial Pneumonia
Burial in Pittsburgh. :

Lenox. Mass., Aug. 11. In his great
mansion overlooking a lake - in tne
beautiful Berkshire Hills, where he
sought seclusion when bodily infirmity
overtook him and his mind was sad-
dened by the entrance of his country
into the world war, Andrew Carnegie,
peacefully today.

Although he had been - in feeble
health, for more than two years; his
final illness was brief a matter of
days." A severe cold developed quickly
into bronchial pneumonia, the aged
patient lapsed into unconsciousness
and the end came as though it were
but the beginning of a deeper sleep.

No ostentation will mark the fune-
ral of the man who, when he begin
eighteen years ago to give away his
millions, was rated as having the sec
ond largest private fortune in America.
A simple service, attenaea oniy oy
members of his family and his, house-
hold, will be held at the home. Sha
dow Brook, tomorrow or Wednesday.
The time had not been determined to
night. It is expected that the body
will be taken to Pittsburgh, the city
where he laid the foundations for his
wealth, for burial.

Mrs. Carnegie was at her husband s
bedside in the last hours of his life,
but he did not revive sufficiently to
oermit any sign of recognition. Their
daughter, Margaret, who last April
married Ensign Boswell Miller of New
York, notifed that it was apparent that
the illness would be fatal, and she
arrived .from her home at Millbrook,
N. V., a few minutes after her father
had died.

The widow of the Laird of Skibo,
although overcome with grief at the
comparatively sudden death of her
husband, bore the shock bravely. Her
physician said tonight that she had re-
covered sufficient strength to make it
possible for her to go through the
ordial of the private funeral service.
She was not equal, however, to the
task of directing final arrangements
for the service and buriaL

A mass of telephone and telegraph
messages of condolence from persons
of promience in all parts of the coun-
try had accumulated at Shadow
Brook tonight. Until Mrs. Carnegie is
able to read these tomorrow the names
of . the senders will not be made pub-
lic. .

Dr. Brace W. Paddock of Pittsfield.
who attended Mr. Carnegie in his last
illness and had visited him frequently
throughout the summer, said tonight
that his patient was in a very feeble
state when he returned to his summer
home in the spring. ' However, he was

MULTITUDE OF CAUSES
'" OF HIGH PRICES OF SHOES
' Boston, Aug. .11. Henry B. Endicott
and . Richard 11. Long, shoe manufac-
turers, and two representatives of local
retail , shoe stores, testified today at a
grand jury investigation of the causes
of the high prices of shoes, instituted
by District Attorney Joseph C. Pelle-tie- r.

Other shoe men will be heard
tomorrow.

The district attorney's office said one
witness asserted that the cost of labor
and materials, poor transportation and
undue buying by the public generally
had all combined to create the present
situation. The only speculation going
on in the shoe market, it was declared,
was on the part of consumers." Many
persons, the witness said, appeared to
be buying shoes in anticipation of an
advance, in prices, thus causing a de-
mand in excess of the available supply
and tending to force prices up.

Elimination of the jobber as a means
of reducing costs was impracticable,
in the opinion of another witness, be-
cause, he said, many retailers had not
the capital to keep a big stock and
must have recourse to the jobber.

, It . was brought out that one retail
concern carried 600 styles of shoes and
while it was admitted that lessening
the number of styles might increase
the production, it was said that there
was a demand for all the diffirent
styles. Women, it was declared, fre-
quently bought shoes for style rather
than service and oftentimes three pairs
were required where one pair would
last as long.
COLLAPSE OF THE KOLCHAK

MOVEMENT IN SIBERIA

Siberia was forecast in reports reach-
ing . Washington today. Kolchak
forces have fallen back almost 200
miles from their former advanced
lines and Omsk was said to be threat-
ened with evacuation. .

New
Haven and Hartford railroads could
not end before Friday, as the ballots
of the men who are voting on thequestion of returning to work would
not be counted until that day.

CONSUMERS' LEAGUE MOVEMENT
IS SUCCESSFUL IN FRANCE

Paris. Aug. 11 (By the A. P.). Suc-
cess of the Consumers' league move-
ment, organized in the Monmartre dis-
trict and spreading throughout thecity now, was indicated by an average
reduction of 20 per cent, on provisions
sold in the market places yesterday.
The spread of the movement, it was
announced today, has resulted in a de-
cision to try to establish a central or-
ganization to the variousleagues and to systematize the price
supervision over markets unofficially
exercised by the league representa-
tives.

The consumers' representatives,
profiting by their experience, brought
into play, during yesterday's inspec-
tions of markets, a knowledge of
wholesale prices. These costs were
made the basis of demands on retail-
ers to lower their prices and resulted
In reductions that frequently amount-
ed to f.O per cent. One retailer offer-
ing heads of cauliflower at 3.25 francseach, after listening to the consumers'Inspectors, decided to sell them at one
franc each.

Some of the heaviest reductions
were made on fish and vegetables, al-
though the prices of butter and eggs
were lowered somewhat also.

SALVAGE FROM LAURENTIC
Buncrana. Ireland, Aug. 11 (By the

A. P.). Gold ingots to .the value of
1,000,000 pounds sterling' have been
recovered by salvagers from the wreck
of the former White Star Dominion
liner Laurentic, which was sunk Jan.
2, 1917, oft Fasad light.

The Ijiurentic, a vessel of 14.892
tons, which was acting as a British
auxiliary cruiser, struck a mine off the
north coast of Ireland and later sank.
Of a personnel of 470 only 120 were
saved. According to testimony of Cap-
tain Norton before the coroner's hear-- ,
ing, a large number of the men per-
ished in open boats as a result of the
bitter weather then prevailing.
KAROLYI APPOINTED MINISTER

FROM HUNGARY AT FIUME
Washington, Aug. 11. Count Mi-

chael Karolyi, former premier of Hun-
gary, who escaped from his country in
a rowboat after the signing of the
armistice and later was imprisoned in
Czecho Slovakia, has been appointed
minister from Hungary at Prague, ac-
cording to a report received at the
state department today from Prague,
based upon press reports there.

The Prague press also reported that
Dr. Milan Hodza, former minister of
the interior, has been appointed special
commissioner of the Czecho Slovakian
republic to Hungary.

GARRETSON TESTIFIES
AT RAILROAD HEARING

Washington, Aug. U. Nine-tent- hs

of the energies of labor leaders are
given to the job of sitting on the lid,
Austin B. Garretson, former head of
the Order of Railway Conductors, tes-
tified today before the- house inter-
state commission, which Is seeking to
solve the problem of how best to han-
dle the railroads after the war time
period of federal control.

Sporadic strikes throughout thecountry, Garretson said with great
earnestness, merely are straws which
show how the wind is blowing over a
tea of industrial unrest. Rumblings
heard in many quarters do not mean,
he said, that laboring people want lo
overthrow the government, but Indi-
cate a demand that the government
function.

It is largely in the power of con-
gress, the witness declared, to allay
the feeling.

"But it cannot be done by inaction."
he shouted. "Somehow the American
people are not prone always to do to-
day what may be done tomorrow, un-
less an emergency forces us to act,
and then we break all records."

"I am not a dreamer of dreams," he
told the committee, which gave un
usual attention to his testimony.

There was no desire, he said, to ex-

tend the Plumb plan beyond those in- -
dusttics in which men worked with
their hands. He wanted the men who
run the railroads to have a voice In
their management;, he wanted politics
eliminated, and in the general discus-
sion of this last subject the witness
declared that there was no politics in
the action of the American Federa-
tion of Labor in seeking to have the
postmaster general removed, because,
this view, he held, was expressed by
republican and democrats , alike.

The plane will first flv
low over the steamer and drop a line
across its foremast ringing. The bag
of mail, attached to the other end of
the line, will then be dropped. If the
airman misses his target and the bag
falls into the sea, it can be hauled on
beard ship.

"If the experiment proves success-
ful," said Assistant Superintendent of
Mails Jordan, who has charge of the
attempt, ''it probably will become a
regular feature of the foreign mail
service. It will afford a means by
which valuable mail, such-a- s impor-
tant business letters, contracts, etc.,
which miss outgoing steamers, can be
forwarded without having to suffer a
delay of days before the next boat
leaves. The whole business is at pres
ent an experiment, however, and we
must see how it turns out before mak
ing definite plans."

RUMANIA MAKING EFFORTS
TO SECURE MORE TERRITORY

statement issued here says Rumania is
making efforts to secure more tern
tory in the Banat district of southeast
Hungary, although she has already
been allotted the greater part of the
territory.

FINDS SOLUTION OF THE
DIFFICULTIES IN FIUME

Rome. Aug. 11 (Havas). The allied
commission appointed by the supreme
council to investigate recent disorders
at Fiume has concluded its work and
has evolved a solution of the difficul-
ties there, the Corrtere Dela Serra says
today.

The commission's findings, according
to the newspaper, are not limited to
establishing facts in the case, but ad-
vance a proposal which the commis-
sion holds would guarantee peace in
Fiume.

The newspaper adds that the con-
clusions reached are of such a nature
as to satisfy France without offending
the dignity or pride of Italy.
