KOLCHAK'S REVERSE.
For a long period ' of time now It

has1 been impossible to judge with
any degree of certainty the situation
in Russia. Great hopes have been
placed in Admiral Kolchak. and the
allied nations even got to the point
where they were about prepared to
give every encouragement and backing
to the government ' which he had set
up at Omsk.' They were for the most
part satisfied with - his policy and
were encouraged by the successes he
had had in opposing the bolsheviki.
However conditions there have im-
proved and, grown worse so many
times that this see-sawi- has become
a regular thing. At one moment the
bolsheviki appear to b rapidly gain-
ing ground and fst overcoming their
adversaries, and almost in the .next
breath they are being forced .ck
with regiment after regiment vbeing
wiped out. -

Such continues to be the situation.
Kolchak has auffered reverses which
will require considerable time to over-
come. Even though he has. experi-
enced the results of a tired army- - and
lacks the necessary number of fresh
troops to vie " with the numbers that
the enemy is able' tq throw against
him, there is hope in the assertions
that his retreat is not as serious as
at first thought, while other antagon
ists of the bolsheviki are meeting withH
succesc on the northwestern front
where they were thrown back '.. some
time ago.

It cannot fail to be realized by the
nations which have looked, with favor
upon the, Kolchak government that it
is in the time of distress rather than
that of victory that their help is the
most, needed. Because he has lost

The bu-
reau of markets maintains coopera- -
tlvis relations with- these services and
they can doubtless be coordinated with
the largest work for which these esti-
mates are submitted."

For the distribution o informa-
tion in this way regarding retail food
prices the federal department asked a
s special appropriation of 1125,000.
Secretary Houston describes the- - plan
as follows:

To be of value, supply and price In-

formation as. it affects food in a given
community must be made available in
that community daily or, at least, two
or three times a week. The informa-
tion for the benefit of consumers must
be published in the newspapers of the
city, since in. no other way can large
numbers of consumers be reached.
The information fbr the benefit ' of
farmers, which, through its tendency
to stabilize the market and to pre
vent loss, also benefits consumers.
must be mimeographed and gotten
into the hands of the farmers, either
through the mails or. by distribution
On farmers' markets. This work re
quires an office in the city, equipped
with desks, tables, chairs, typewriters,
addressing mchines. mimeograph ma-
chines, .etc., and manned by an agent
and, in most cases, a typist assistant.
In very large cities a staff of k three
or four workers may be required in
order that the necessary information
may be collected expeditiously and
prepared for publication without de
lay. . Unless th information be time
ly it will be of little value.

The cost or a service or malting
public infprmation in regard . to re-
tail Drices will depend to a very large
extent- - upon the number of cities in
which the service is to be maintained
and the size. It is assumed that the
primary idea is to make the informa-
tion available to as many of the con
sumers of the country as possible at
the least possible expense. It is be
lieved that this can best be ac
complished by establishing a service
in the largest cities Of the - country,
since one organization in a very large
city can reach several times the num-
ber, of consumers that could be reach
ed hv a single organization in a city
of moderate size. The sum indicated
above is based on a service in 20 of
the largest cities of the country, prob
ably as. follows:

STORIES OF THE WAR
Noske Troops Fight Civilians.

"(Correspondence of The Associated
Press.) Throughout Germany there
has been a renewal recently of clashes
between troops ef Gustav Noskle, sec-
retary for military affairs, and civil-
ians, but just what has caused the
disturbances is nto clear in despatches
published in German newspapers.
American army officers, . however, be-
lieve it quite possible that the mani-
festations are due to the food shortage,

the relocation of Noske troop
and the subsequent appearance of
strange troops - in many cities.

I-- .i Cell. Hanover, there has' been
trouble for more than a week, at times
the manifestations amounting almost
to riots over the appearnce of a Jaeger
battalion which arrived recently from
the. eastern front. The eitiaens con-
tended that .this battalion had eaten
too much of the city's food supply In
Heilbronny Wuerttemburg individual
soldiers hdve been attacked and beat-
en by civilians at night and their in-
signia stolen.
