When Dairy and Food Commissioner
Hott opend his Hartford morning
newspaper he saw on the first page in
very, large display type the-- announce-
ment, "Heavy Mortality Among Con-
necticut Children Due to .l!n?ooled
Milk," and imme3iately urttlerneath.
also in display type, the following
alarming--statements- - " state - Board
of- - Health to take drastic action-unles-

farmers- Improve conditions. Deaths
in Nw-Hae- n Reach- - Alarming pro- -
ncrtlons. Farmers- - fail to keen milk
cool and clean. Infant death record Is
largest in years. "This, was, indeed
news that was "important if true," and
it was also news tiat concerned him
more than anybody else in Connect-
icut,' not only becans he Is paid by
the people of Connecticut, and. fur
nished with an ample corps, of in
rectors and agents to- prevent such
things from being true, but also be
cause the article beneath thTs head-
ing started out by saying that the
Commissioner himself was authority
for,' the statement that the farmers
had paid but little attention to the
notices he had sent out to them early
In the Spring warning them to the par
titularly careful about their milk, be
cause of the ' scarcity of milk.

' As ahe had made no such sweeping
accusation of the farmers, and would
he the last man in Connecticut to
make such an absurd statement, be- -
in a farmer himself, he naturally de-
sired to know what there was hack
of the renorts .of- eXcesaive . infant
mortality m the state. By the aid of
the telephone h obtained within an
hour, the following report from the
chief medical authorities In the seven
principal cities of Connecticut:

Hartford Baby hospital has only 18
patients, a smaller number than theaverage of previous seasons. Only five

fbabies in the Hartford hospital and 8
in St. Francis hospital. Not an un-
usual . number of cases of diarrhea
anywhere In the city.

"Bridgeport Only four shMt babies in
the hospital; one case of diarrhea. .

Waterbury Ir. Frost health officer,
reports fewer sick babies in the city
than there have been at this season
in a number of years.

New London-- Physician in charge
of hospital says number of sick babies
is very small; no diarrhea cases.

Norwich Hospital reports, only one
baby patient. Conditions as regards
sickness among infant unusually
good, i

New ' Briain Hospital physicians
reports only 7 babies under treatment:
says Infantile health conditions are
unusually good.

New Haven Hospital has ' only six
sick babies and no cases of diarrhea,
but New Haven Dispensary reports
many cases of diarrhea among in-

fantamore than tn any one of the
pa?-- t five years. r

Thus it appears that outside the
New Haven Dispensary there is to be
found in no large city a particle of
evidence to support the sensational
statements relative to Infantile dis-
ease and mortality. New Haven has
more health officials to the square-mi-

than any other place in Connecti-
cut. Why, then, should the health
conditions among some of tho poorer
people in that city be made the basis
of an arraignment of the milk - pro-
ducers of the whole stats, the only
possible effect of which can be to
scare the narents of young- - children,
and to reduce the amount of milk that
is "purchased, from the farmers and
fed to those children?

Referring to-th- pains he had taken
to avoid the possibility of such false
accusation of himself or other Con-
necticut farmers the Commissioner
said that early in the season he fore
saw .the difficulties that must result
from the failure of the natural ice
supply isst winter. He then called in
consultation Prof. G. C. White of
Storrs and Prof. I. G. Davis, acting
Director of the Extension Service, and
arranged for the isrue of a special
bulletin, entitled, "Meeting the Ice
Shortage on the F.rm." In this com
munication the farmers were care-
fully admonished and advised In re
gard to the removal of contaminating
conditions from cow stables and the
prompt and thorough eooollng of milk
as soon as taken from the cows, and
the best available methods of cooling
milk at the farm when no Ice ia ob-
tainable. Information was given as to
the construction of cooling tanks, and
particularly with regard to keeplhg;
milk cool during transportation from
the farm to the distributing plant.

Over ten thousand of these bulletins
were sent out. and they were not sent
at random. The Dairy and Food De
partment, through It system of regi-
stration of the milk producers and
dealers of the state, is able to reach
every on directly through the mall,
and this milk cooling bulletin was
cent to every farmer who has complied
with the registration law. While th
sureestions riven for the cooling of
milk have not been lonowea ny every
farmer who received the bulletin, they
have been compiled with by many, for
it is obviously advantageous to th
milk producer to maintain the quality
and character of his milk. It-h- as been
absolutely impossible for many farm-
ers in the outlying districts to ob-

tain ice' this summer. Thus the farm
er Is at a disadvantage, as comparea
with the elty distributing plant that
can obtain ice by paying a high price

Lfor it. But while some distributing
companies are unaouoimijr uisevery effort to get the milk from the
farms to the city consumer In as cool
a condition as possible, there are
others who have been careless, and
who have consumed too much time
during transportation to- keep down
the temperature. -

In handling the milk, too, the con-
sumer had a share in the responsibil-
ity. He should see to It that, after
the milk is delievered it Is not allowed
to stand exposed to the warm air. 1(

unable to get ire he should use great
care in protecting the milk from the
heat. -

.Commissioner Holt says that during
the past six months inspectiona have
been made by the Dairy and Food
Department of over ten thousand dairy
stables, equipment and distributing
plants, and partular emphasis has
been placed in every instance on the
means of coOlihs the milk at the farm.
Every assistance has been offered In
devising means to overcome the short-
age of ice. A few days ago orders
were issued to every inspector to make
a rigid inspection of every milk dis-
tributing plant tn the state, to ascer-
tain the methods of-- collection --and
delivery, and thoroughly to examine
tho methods of handling the milk on
