Fear Sympathetic Strike.

This force was believed sufficient to
cope with t(he silgation immediately

i Control of State Troops.

Public Indignant.

PRESIDENT CONVINCEDR THE
NATION STANDS TOGETHER

On Board President Wilson's Special
Train, Sept. 10.—To a crowd which
surrounded his private car today at
Mandan, N. D.. President Wilson de-
clared a week of travel in the heart of
the country had convinced him that
the nalioh stands together for an in-
ternational guarantes of peace.

“I am glad to get oul 1o see the real
folks” he said. “to feel the touch of
their hands and know, as | have come
to know. how the nation stands to-
zether in the common purpose to com-
plete what the hoys did who carried
their gunz with them over the sea.

“We may think that they finished
that job, but they will tell you they
did not, that unless we see to it that
peave I8 maile secure they will have
the joh to do over again, and we in the
meantime will rest under a constant
apprehension that we may have (o
sacrifice the Aower of our youth again.

“The whole country hus made up its
mind that that shall not happen: and
presently. after a reasonable lime is
allowed for unnecessaury debale, we
will zet out this period of doubt and
unite rhe whaoie force wnd influence of
the United States to sicady the world
in the lines of peace. And it will be
the prouwdest thinz and finest thing
that America ever did. She was born
to do these things, and now she is Zo-
ing to do them.™

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24 Steel Unions Vote
To Strike Sept. 22

Decline President’s R to
Defer Action Until After
the Forthcoming Industrial
. Conference.

Washington, Sept. 10. — Regardless
of the request® of President Wilson
that they take no action pending the
cominz  industrial conference, repre-
sentatives of organized workers in the
steel Industry late today called a
strike, efiective September 22, 1o com-

rpel recognition of their unions and of

the prim_in-l:: nf collective bargaining
by the Inited States Steel Corpora-
tion.

The executive ecouncil of the 24

unions represented among the workers
mitde Known their decision in an an-
nouncement issudd after they, had re-
quested the president by "telegraph
for a “more Jdefinite statement” as to
the passibilities of arranging a con-
ference with stedl corporation officials
and after they had received a reply
from the president asking that theay
withhold action wuntil after the indus-
trial conference.

The president’s telesram was not
made public by the steel union heads
but its context became known in
Washington tonizght through press
despatches. In their statement the
executive council merely said they had
not been advised *“that the efforts of
the president had heen any more suc-
cvessful™ than the efforts of the men.

Union officials tonizht firmly re-
fused to indulge in any speculation
regard extent of the strike, though a
declaration attributed to Judge Gary
of the steel corporation, that the steel
workers were not more than ten per
cvent., organized was ridiculed as erro-
neous. The steel corporatiou was said
1o empioy about 262,000 persons and
the entire industry nearly 400,000, In
some bnlaces, it is sald, the men are
95 per cent. orzanized, and at virtual-
1 vall mills, organizers have been ac-
tive for weeks and still are working
to obtuin recruits for the unions.

This campaigzn of organization, un-
ion officials said, has Dbeen opposed
vigoerously - by the mill owners own-
er=, who were said to have adopted ev-
ery possible method to defeat §t.
Clanims were made that at least 100,000

men in the FPittsbhurgh district, 100,000
in the Chictago district and 50,000 in
scattered arcas, mnployed by  “inde-

pendents” ax well as by the steel cor-
poration had been brought into the
union and would answer the call by
dropping thelr tools.

16 YEAR OLD WAR HERO
TELLS INTERESTING STORY

New York, Sept. 10.—Although he
left this country a stowaway conceal-
ed in a barracks bag dragged aboard
a4 transport by sympathetic soldicrs
nearly two years ago, Maurice Balley,
16 years old, of Jackson, Maine, land-
ed from the transport Northern Paci-
fic today the hero of one of the most
interesting episodes of the world war,

An ugly scar over his right eye is
his oniy service record because he was
never offivially recorded a member of
the American expeditionary forces,
but a French war cross pinned on his
tunic bears silent testimony of his he-
roism on that autumnal day in 1918
when he crawled over a shell torn
field in the Toul secter and rescued a
colonel and two majors of the Twen-
ty-Sixth division who were Iying
wounded in No Man's Land.

His brother Alfred, who enlisted In
the 10drd Infantry. and his f{ather,
Victor, a sergeant in the 157th Infan-
try, whom he followed to France, were
among that immortal! army of Ameri-
cans destined never to return. Against
the advice and pleadings of his father
and brother, Maurice decided to “do
his bit" by going to France. He fol-
lowed the colors of his brother's reg-
fment until the war was over.

While carrying chocolate, cigarettes
and water from a Y. M, C. A. canteen
to the men at the front in the Chateau
Thierry operations in July, 1918, Mau-
rice was struck by a picce of shrapnel.
Two months later he reioined the
company which was then about
twenty miles from Toul. It was there
that he won his decoration.

“We were just fAighting again and 1
saw two majors lying wounded,” he
said. *“I got a soldier from Company
H and we went over to them uand also
found a colonel lying wounded near-
by. One of the majors was wounded
in the arm and the other's leg was
half cut off by a shell. The colenel
had a bad wound on top of his head
and couldn’t see. The soldier picked
up the major with the wounded leg
and carried him on his shoulders. I
put the othermajor’'s arm around my
neck, the colonel grabbed hoid of me
and we made it to the hospital.”

In the St. Mihiel push, Maurice was
gassed and spent another month in
the hospital, From the time of the ar-
mistice until his return, Maurice has
been referred from cone officer to an-
other in his effort to zet home but he
finally made his way to Brest and en-
listed the aid of the crew of the
Northern Pacific. Upon his arrival
here the Red Cross promised to take
care of him and see that he got home
in safety.

LODGE REPORTS PEACE
TREATY IN THE SENATE

Washington, Sept. 10. — Character-
ized as an alliance and not a league,
“which will breed wmars instead of
securing peace,” the peace treaty with
Germany, including the covenant for a
League of Nations, was formally re-
ported to the =enate today by the for-
cign relations commitiee, with forty-
tive amendments and four reserva-
tions. It will be the first great doc-
ument of ils kind 10 be discussed by
the s=enate in the open—withoul the
confines of “executive session.”

Accompanying the ireaty was the
majority report of the foreizn rela-
tions committee, subscribed to by
every republican member, cxcepting
Senator MceCumber of North Dakoti.
explaining the amendments and reser-
vations, all of which, i1 was staled,

were “governed by a single purposs,
ad that is to guard Americian rights
and sovereigniy the invasion eof

which would stimulate breaches of
faith, encourage confiicts and gener-
ate wars." ‘The reservations propos::

1—Unconditional right to withdraw
from the league, i

2— Declination by the United States
to accept any of the legal or moral
obligations of the much-discussed Ar-
ticle X or 1o accept any mandatory
from the League, "except by action
of the congress of the United States.”

3—Reserving (o the United States

the exclusive right to declde whit
questionsgare within its own domestic
Jurisdicti®h.

4—Absolute reservation of the

Monroe Dactrine to the judgment of
the United States alone.

Equal voting power for the United
States with Great Britain in the As-
sembly of the League.

Giving to China instead of Juapan
the provinee of Shantung.

Reljef of the United Siates from
having representatives on commis-
gions deciding matters in which it has
ne conuern.

LOUIS ROSS ENTITLED TO
RECOVER ONLY $100,000

Bosten. Sept. 10.—The full bench of
the supreme court decided today ‘that
fwouis Ross, a mining eénginecer, was
ontitled to recover only $100,000 from
Albert . Burrage. instead of a per-
rentage of prefits which Ross alleged
to be about $25.000,000 made by Bur-
rage in the sale of mining properties
in Chile to the Guggenheim interests
af New York. The court ruled that
Ross was bound by an agrecment
made with Burrage in 1912, under
which Burrage had the option of pay-
ing Ross $100,000 or transferring Lo
him five per vent. of the securities
coming to Burrage as profit from the
exercise of tAe coplions on the mining
properties brought to his attention by
Ross.

Barrage elected to make the cash
payment.
